And there’s more: flag as scarf, beach towel — and most importantly, object to
liberate.

“My second skin,” Otero calls the Cuban flag in an Instagram post about his
performance art project, “The Flag Belongs to Everyone,” which has landed him in a
Cuban jail.

Again.

This time, with more repercussions than the usual beating.
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Under new censorship laws designed to limit the use of the flag and to quash
dissenting speech, he’s facing a two- to five-year sentence for a charge of defacing
property and disrespecting national symbols. His trial, scheduled to begin
Wednesday but suddenly suspended late Tuesday, is already making history.

His case — coupled with the constant harassment and arbitrary arrests of the last
two years — is seen as a test of who controls arts and culture in a post-Castro Cuba.

And, it’s also bringing to the forefront race and class divides that Americans often
negate, or overlook, in favor of the cliché that the revolution improved life for Afro-
Cubans.

The independent, self-taught artist lives in one of Havana’s poorest, predominantly
black neighborhoods, El Cerro. His raw, unfiltered work and social media presence
directly put out there his reality and the government’s shortcomings.

To call him a dissident artist is an understatement.

After three girls walking home from school were killed when a building’s balcony
collapsed in Old Havana, Otero designed a set of child-like hardhats in primary
colors. For the children in Cuba to use for survival, he explained. He sent his work to
the Ministry of Education, and he went around Havana, wearing a blue hardhat
painted with the word “derrumbe” (collapse), reminding Cubans of the deaths.

He also posted on Instagram a video of his own collapsed bedroom wall.

“By luck or destiny, I had gotten up early and wasn’t there sleeping,” he said.

AMERICAN FLAG PERFORMANCE

Last year, he was arrested for staging a performance in his neighborhood in which
he and another black young man ran through the streets with the American flag as
wings.

“I like going to the extreme to make people think,” Otero says in a powerful photo
documentary of his work done by curator Catherine Sicot.

For him, the government’s wave of repression against journalists, artists and video
gamers is a thing to protest, resist, not accept like too many do.

People have come to admire his guts and respect him as one of the leaders of the San
Isidro Movement, formed in opposition to the constitutional Decree 349, approved in
2018, which criminalizes art not acceptable to the government.

The breadth of the opposition to Otero’s arrest and looming sentence — the calls for
his freedom from inside Cuba and around the world multiplying on the internet —
are unprecedented in that they have blurred political lines.

Among the critics of his incarceration is troubadour Silvio Rodriguez, one of the
island’s most well-known musicians and, until now, an unconditional apologist for
the dictatorship.

Otero’s friends and supporters have started a “Free Luisma” campaign using his
nickname and have framed their Facebook profile pictures with a Cuban flag made
out of black prison-like bars.

RACE AND CLASS ISSUES
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Some of the most eloquent support is coming from the art world.

Cuban art historian Suset Sanchez, who lives in Madrid, questions, in an article
about Otero’s trajectory in the blog Ultimo Maudit, if this would be happening to him
if he weren’t poor and black.

“If he hadn’t grown up in El Cerro but in a big house in Miramar or Vedado; if his
parents belonged to the select group of politicians, military, artists, or intellectuals
recognized by the regime,” she writes.

Would the Ministry of Culture be turning its back instead of intervening on his
behalf with state security, she asks, if he were one of the descendants of prestigious
music and arts personalities of 20th-century Cuba?

“If his blackness didn’t exist, would the police harassment to which he’s
permanently subjected be the same?” she argues. “Or if Luis Manuel had sufficient
money and social status that would allow him the licenses vetoed for the rest of the
population? And, if all those conditions where class and color do matter and place a
value on human life were different, in the case of Luis Manuel Otero, where would
his body be?”

The answers are self-evident and expose a Cuba the American left refuses to
acknowledge.

Perhaps civil rights activist the Rev. Jesse Jackson, who in the past obtained political
prisoner releases from Fidel Castro, and now has endorsed Bernie Sanders, can team
up with the Democratic presidential candidate, who has also been endorsed by Cuba.

The two should ask leaders Raul Castro and Miguel Diaz-Canel not only for Otero’s
freedom, but for that of all Cuban art and artists.

They’ve been chained by officialdom long enough.

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Después de tensas semanas en Cuba por el aumento de los casos de COVID-19, el
colapso de las instituciones de salud y la crisis economica, los cubanos de todo el
pais salieron el domingo en masa a las calles a protestar contra el gobierno.

Se trata de la protesta contra el régimen mas grande desde el llamado
“maleconazo” de 1994, cuando miles salieron en protesta a las calles y el Malecon
de La Habana.

Pero a diferencia del maleconazo, que se extinguié en unas pocas horas, la
protesta del domingo fue creciendo durante el dia y llego a todo lo largo de la isla,
a pesar de la represion por parte del régimen.

En varios videos publicados en las redes sociales se vieron desde horas de la
manana a centenares de cubanos marchando y gritando consignas contra el
gobierno en las calles.

“Patria y Vida”, “Queremos vacunas”, “Libertad” y “Abajo la dictadura” eran
algunos de los clamores. También gritaban “Abajo Diaz-Canel”.
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En momentos que el gobierno ha decretado medidas restrictivas a la circulacion
para contener el brote de coronavirus en la isla, que esta en su peor momento
desde el inicio de la pandemia, los cubanos tomaron las calles en una inusual
protesta multitudinaria que se fue extendiendo por toda la isla y recibio muestras
de apoyo desde Miami y otras ciudades del mundo como Madrid y Nueva York.

Desde Cardenas, en Matanzas, Cuba, llegaron reportes de que las personas se
estaban reuniendo en el Parque Colon para protestar. Horas mas tardes, una
multitud recorria las calles de la Ciudad Bandera gritando consignas contra el
gobierno y reclamando “Libertad”.

Ramon Saul Sanchez, presidente del Movimiento Democracia, insté a sus
compatriotas en Miami a sumarse a las protestas. “Convoco a todos a la zona del
Versailles (...) para que el mundo vea que su exilio le esta dando apoyo al pueblo
cubano”, dijo.

La periodista de Miami Ninoska Pérez Castellon dijo que la protesta “es el justo
reclamo de un pueblo que ha sido reprimido, engafiado, robado de su futuro, y no
les queda otra opcion que esta”.

El conocido reguetonero cubano Yomil escribio en Twitter: “De tanta hambre que
pasamos nos comimos el miedo. Mi apoyo incondicional para mi pueblo y lloro
Coj... de orgullo de saber que todos estamos despertando, por un pais con un
futuro mejor. vamos que si se puede#SOSCuba”.

El escritor Enrique del Risco, que reside en Nueva York y se dirigia a Time Square
en la tarde a apoyar las protestas junto a un grupo de cubanos, dijo que “es
sorprendente, no que estén protestando, sino la masividad y la claridad de las
consignas”.

“No se limitan al decir ‘abajo....’ sino que hablan de democracia y libertad. Piden
un cambio de manera muy clara”, dijo.

Thousands march in Havana and other cities amid a hard-currency shortage and rising coronavirus

Thousands of Cubans took to the streets in a wave of demonstrations in Havana and at
least 14 other cities throughout the Communist island, demanding an end to the 62-year
dictatorship and protesting the lack of food and Covid-19 vaccines.

“We are not afraid! We are not afraid!” people shouted as they marched through the
streets on Sunday, videos posted on social media showed. “Freedom! Freedom!”

The protests are unprecedented in a country with tight police control and surveillance on
dissidents, analysts say.

In a televised address on Sunday, President Miguel Diaz-Canel blamed the protests on the
U.S., which he said seeks to economically strangle Cuba and bring about a social
explosion.

“Revolutionaries to the street,” he said, asking government supporters to rally support
and take back control of the streets. “The order for combat has been given,” he said.
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Cuban President Miguel Diaz-Canel on Sunday visited San Antonio de los Banos to rally pro-
government supporters, his foreign minister said.

The Biden administration said it was deeply concerned by the government’s response.

“We stand by the Cuban people’s right for peaceful assembly. We call for calm and
condemn any violence,” said Julie Chung, the State Department’s senior official in charge
of Latin America.

Mr. Diaz-Canel took office after Raul Castro retired in 2018. Earlier this year, Mr. Diaz-
Canel also assumed the top job in Cuba’s ruling Communist Party. Many Cubans say that

Mr. Diaz-Canel, alongtime party apparatchik, lacks the mystique of the revolutionary
generation of leaders who came to power with brothers Fidel and Raul Castro.

Cuban Foreign Minister Bruno Rodriguez said Mr. Diaz-Canel visited the city of San
Antonio de los Bafios, about 20 miles from Havana, to rally pro-government supporters.
On his Twitter account, Mr. Rodriguez showed a video of pro-government demonstrators
marching in Havana behind a Cuban flag shouting: “These streets belong to Fidel,” a
reference to the late Cuban leader.

Demonstrators showed determination. Some gathered in front of Communist Party
buildings, chanting “Cuba isn’t yours!”

At first, police didn’t disperse or arrest the peaceful protesters, but videos uploaded later
on Sunday showed police wrestling down a demonstrator. Another video showed
protesters throwing rocks at a police car as it sped off. A third showed two overturned
police cars in a street in Havana.

“The streets have been taken over by the military and armed civilians,” independent
journalist Abraham Jimenez wrote on his Twitter account. “I saw many people beaten and
arrested.”

As demonstrators sought to broadcast the protest live with their cellphones through
social media, Cuba’s authorities cut internet service on multiple occasions on Sunday.

Kentik, a U.S.-based network monitoring company, reported countrywide internet
outages. Young Cuban civil-rights activists have used social media, which appeared on the
island only recently, to organize protests and reach a far wider local audience than would
have been the case a few years ago.

The protests come as Cuba’s economy contracted 11% last year. The island was slammed
by the coronavirus pandemic and its vital tourism industry collapsed as a result.
Remittances that many Cubans rely on also fell.

Amid a hard-currency shortage, Cubans must stand for hours in line to buy basic goods
such as chicken or bread or even to take a bus. The island is also increasingly plagued by
hourslong energy blackouts. In recent days, coronavirus infections have surged,
according to Cuban authorities, throwing the island’s vaunted health system into crisis.

Covid-19 infections have skyrocketed over the past month. The stress on the health
system, particularly in the Western province of Matanzas, led to an international internet
campaign to channel medical aid to Cuba, using the hashtag #SOSCuba. But aid gathered
for Cuba under the campaign was rejected by the Cuban government, angering many on
the island.

“People are at the point when things explode, and when they explode it’s difficult to
control,” said Alejandro de la Fuente, a Cuba expert at Harvard University.

The protests began in San Antonio de los Bafios, according to local independent media,
and appeared to spread to other cities as videos went viral on social media.

“This is the internet at work,” said Mr. de la Fuente. “People are communicating and
going out to the street.”

In many of the places, the videos showed, people shouted “Patriay Vida,” or “Fatherland
and Life,” the title of a hip-hop song created by dissident Cuban artists that has become
the anthem of discontented people, especially the young. The name of the song is a blunt
challenge to the Cuban revolution’s slogan of “Patria o Muerte,” or “Fatherland or Death.”

In Havana, Luis Manuel Otero, a performance artist who participated in the song’s video
recording, called on Cubans to go to the city’s famous seaside promenade, the Malecon, to
join him in the protest.

“I’m going to the street, I'm going to the Malecén, no matter what the cost,” Mr. Otero
said on a video posted on Facebook. Other videos posted on social media showed
hundreds of people marching in the Malecéon and then to other streets in Havana.

The Cuban government is likely to increase its repressive tactics in the face of this
unprecedented wave of protests, says Jorge Castafieda, Mexico’s former foreign minister.

“But if the army comes in and either fires on civilians or joins protests, then it’s game over
for the regime,” says Mr. Castaiieda. As a first line of defense, the regime is likely to use
party militants in plainclothes, known as rapid reaction brigades, to repress
demonstrators, he said.

A video posted on social media Sunday showed a group of men carrying hefty sticks
getting ready to go out into the streets to contain protesters. Photographs later showed a
similar group of men armed with sticks beating protesters.

HAVANA, July 13 (Reuters) - Cuba has restricted access to social
media and messaging platforms including Facebook and WhatsApp,
global internet monitoring firm NetBlocks said on Tuesday, in the wake
of the biggest anti-government protests in decades.

Thousands of Cubans joined demonstrations throughout the
Communist-run country on Sunday to protest against a deep
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economic crisis that has seen shortages of basic goods and power
outages. They were also protesting against the government's handling
of the coronavirus pandemic and curbs on civil liberties.

Cuba's government has said the demonstrations were orchestrated by
counter-revolutionaries financed by the United States, manipulating
frustration with an economic crisis largely caused by the decades-old
U.S. trade embargo.

The protests, rare in a country where public dissent is tightly
controlled, had largely ended by Sunday evening, as security forces
were deployed to the streets and President Miguel Diaz-Canel called
on government supporters to go out and fight to defend their
revolution.

But another protest flared late Monday in the southern Havana suburb
of La Guinera, where one man died and several others, including
members of the security forces, were hospitalized with injuries,
according to state-run media on Tuesday.

It did not say what caused the death. No other deaths and injuries
have been officially confirmed so far.

Hundreds had taken to streets in La Guinera, shouting slogans like
‘down with communism,' and 'freedom for the people of Cuba,’
according to two residents and video footage seen by Reuters. Some
started throwing rocks at security forces who eventually responded
with gunfire, said resident Waldo Herrera, 49.

"l think the Communists have lost control, they won't have a solution
to this situation," he said. "The people are tired of so much humiliation,
so much repression."
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A Reuters witness saw dozens of people carrying sticks departing La
Guinera late on Monday.

Activists say the government is using so-called rapid-reaction brigades
- government-organized bands of civilian recruits - to counter
protesters.

MOBILE INTERNET OUTAGES

They also accuse the government of trying to disrupt communications.
Introduced just over two years ago, mobile internet has been a key
factor behind the protests, giving Cubans more of a platform to
express their frustrations and enabling the word to get out quickly
when people are on the street.

In the capital, there have been regular and atypical mobile internet
outages since Sunday, according to Reuters witnesses.

NetBlocks, based in London, said on its website that Facebook,
WhatsApp, Instagram and Telegram in Cuba were partially disrupted
on Monday and Tuesday.

"The pattern of restrictions observed in Cuba indicate an ongoing
crackdown on messaging platforms used to organize and share news
of protests in real-time," said NetBlocks director Alp Toker. "At the
same time, some connectivity is preserved to maintain a semblance of
normality."

Facebook Inc (FB.O), which owns Instagram and WhatsApp, said that
it was concerned about its services being restricted in Cuba, in a
statement to Reuters late on Tuesday.

"We oppose shutdowns, throttling, and other disruptions of the internet
that limit the debate of our community. We hope connectivity will be
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restored as soon as possible so that Cubans can communicate with
family and friends," said Joe Osborne, a Facebook spokesperson.

Asked whether the government was intentionally restricting internet
connections, Foreign Minister Bruno Rodriguez told a news briefing
the situation was "complicated." He said power outages could impact
telecommunications services and "Cuba would never renounce the
right to defend itself."

Telegram did not immediately respond to a request for comment.
Twitter Inc (TWTR.N) said it found no blocking of its service.

"Our weapon is the internet. If they take away the internet we are
unarmed," said Havana resident Gino Ocumares, as he tried but failed
to connect to the web at a government Wi-Fi hotspot. "The
government does not want people to see the truth."

'PROVOCATIONS'

The protest in La Guinera was spearheaded by "antisocial and
criminal elements" that had tried to reach the police station with the
aim of attacking its officials and damaging infrastructure, said the
state-run Cuban News Agency.

When security forces stopped them, they vandalized homes, set
containers on fire, and damaged the suburb's electricity wiring,
attacking officials with stones and other objects, the agency said.

State-run media also reported on Tuesday that Raul Castro, who
stepped down as head of the ruling Cuban Communist Party in April,
attended a meeting on Sunday of the political bureau to address the
"provocations."
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Diaz-Canel said in April he would continue to consult Castro on
matters of utmost importance.

The Cuban Bishops Conference said in a statement it was worried
that the response to protests over legitimate concerns would be
"iImmobilism" rather than an attempt to resolve them, and even a
counterproductive hardening of positions.

Reaction to the protest in Latin America split along ideological lines,
with Mexico's president blaming the U.S. embargo for fomenting the
unrest, while Chile and Peru urged the government to allow pro-
democracy protests.

U.S. President Joe Biden said on Monday that the United States
"stands firmly with the people of Cuba as they assert their universal
rights."

State Department spokesman Ned Price called on the Havana
government to open all means of communication, both online and
offline.

"Shutting down technology, shutting down information pathways - that
does nothing to address the legitimate needs and aspirations of the
Cuban people," Price told a news briefing on Tuesday.

As the world’s attention moves away from Cuba and its Sunday protests, we shouldn’t
forget the brave individuals being rounded up and brutalized by the government of
Miguel Diaz-Canel.

His crackdown has been vicious. Cuban police in riot gear, military troops and
paramilitary groups have been unleashed on civilians and the press trying to chronicle
events. Thanks to cell-phone technology, much of this ugly stuff is available for the world
to witness.

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Multiple images have captured state security wrestling demonstrators into custody or
knocking them down and pummeling them on the ground. One video shows plain-clothes
agents chasing a young Cuban to the roof of a building, where they beat him with batons
until he collapses. Another video shows police firing on civilians in Havana.

Associated Press photographer Ramon Espinosa’s face was bloodied by police while
covering the protests. According to AP, a mob of pro-regime activists also “assaulted an
AP cameraman, disabling his camera.”

Cuban dissidents Guillermo Farifias, former political prisoner José Daniel Ferrer and
artist Luis Manuel Otero Alcantara have been arrested, along with at least 190 others. The
whereabouts of some aren’t known.

The protests were remarkable for their size and the number of young participants who
chanted in favor of liberty and against the dictatorship. This isn’t supposed to happen
because Cubans are raised to fear the regime. That fear has dwindled, and Mr. Diaz-Canel
seems determined to beat it back into them.

In response to the state repression of social protests in several areas of Cuba yesterday,
Erika Guevara-Rosas, Americas director at Amnesty International, said:

“In a historic day for Cuba, thousands of people took to the streets to demonstrate
peacefully in several parts of the country, exercising their rights to freedom of
expression and peaceful assembly. It's unacceptable that the Cuban government has
denied these rights for decades and continues to do so today.”

“During yesterday’s spontaneous demonstrations, which spread across different areas of
the country, Amnesty International received with alarm reports of internet blackouts,
arbitrary arrests, excessive use of force — including police firing on demonstrators — and
reports that there is a long list of missing persons.”

Cuban rights groups report that over 500 people have been detained. The whereabouts of many remain
unknown. Police and intelligence officers have also appeared at the homes of journalists and activists,
ordering them to stay there.

Some protesters and journalists have reported police beatings of protesters and we have documented
multiple cases of arbitrary detention. Camila Acosta, a journalist from CubaNet and the Spanish outlet
ABC, was detained Monday morning. She has been held incommunicado, and police told her family that
they would investigate her for “contempt” and “public disorder.” Leonardo Romero Negrin, a physics
student who had attended a protest in April with a sign reading, “yes to socialism, no to repression,” was
detained Sunday in Havana. His whereabouts are unknown. Members of the “San Isidro” and “27N”
movements, two coalitions of artists and journalists who have faced a government crackdown in recent

months, have also been detained.

On July 13, Cuban officials said one protester had been killed, but independent journalists have reported

more.

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Cuando una empleada de una empresa textil estatal se negoé a participar en
acciones contra los manifestantes, sus propias comparieras organizaron un acto de
repudio con ella y fue despedida inmediatamente, reporto desde Cuba el diario
14ymedio.

El régimen también ha comenzado a reclutar a estudiantes universitarios para
participar en “brigadas estudiantiles”. En grupos de WhatsApp las universidades
estan enviando comunicaciones a los estudiantes con instrucciones para anotarse
en listas para “enfrentar cualquier tarea y situacion”, pudo conocer el Nuevo
Herald.

Un estudiante que pidio el anonimato por temor a represalias dijo a el Nuevo
Herald que temia que, si no se anotaba en esas listas, podria perder su carrera
universitaria como represalia.

“Yo no voy a dar mi nombre. Como si no me dejan dar mas clases”, afirma.

Algunas personas que trabajan en centros del estado han reportado que les ha
prohibido poner en sus redes sociales etiquetas o imagenes con mensajes como
SOSCuba o Patria y Vida.

ACTO DE REPUDIO POR ESCRIBIR ‘PATRIA Y VIDA’

La fotografa Sandra Hernandez de la Cruz denuncio que le hicieron un acto de
repudio y lanzaron un compuesto quimico toxico en su casa en Cabaiguan, en
Sancti Spiritus, donde también estaban su esposo, un ingeniero agronomo, y su
hija de brazos.

Hernandez de la Cruz no participd en las protestas, solo puso una pintada en la
fachada de su casa que decia “Patria y Vida”, y sobre este, los partidarios del
gobierno escribieron “Viva Fidel, Patria o Muerte”.

“Mi cartel Patria y Vida es mi opinion. Este es mi inmueble”, dijo Hernandez de la
Cruz en un live en sus redes, donde denuncio el acto de repudio y las vias pacificas
por las que trato de expresar su postura a quienes vinieron a gritar frente a su
casa.
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“Les di papeles explicando mi opinion, pero no me dejaban hablar. Nos decian
‘eusanos’ ”, conto Hernandez de la Cruz, que tuvo que refugiarse en la cocina con
su familia por el olor tan fuerte del compuesto toxico que usaron para las
pintadas.

“Casi nos ahogan. Nadie nos pregunto por qué pusimos el cartel”, dijo, indicando
que se considera “revolucionaria”, pero que Cuba debe cambiar. “No quiero
intervencion militar. Quiero que nos ayuden, pero no que nos invadan, porque las
balas no tienen GPS para saber si estabas en la huelga o no”, preciso.
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El sentir de una parte de los cubanos que se oponen a una intervencion militar
para evitar mas violencia lo expreso también la periodista independiente Miriam
Celaya en una entrevista desde la isla con la emisora radial de Miami Actualidad
Radio.

LEGISLADORES PIDEN MAS ACCION DE EEUU

nacion libre de tirania y censura”, dijo Rubio, que ha pedido al presidente Biden
que ponga como prioridad de urgencia el acceso a internet en la isla, que el
régimen niega para controlar las protestas.

El congresista Mario Diaz-Balart envid una carta al presidente Biden para que su
Administracion lidere un esfuerzo global coordinado de aliados democraticos y

INTERNET PARA CUBA

Entonces, el Ayatollah Ali Khamenei, durante una ola de protestas masivas, corté
el acceso a internet, dejando a la oposicion que protestaba a oscuras. Lo mismo
sucede actualmente en Cuba, donde los manifestantes se han quejado de que no
pueden comunicarse entre ellos o enviar fotos y videos de la brutal represion
policial que estan sufriendo.

“Este es un momento en la historia en el que simplemente no podemos quedarnos
de brazos cruzados”, dijo Carr. “Cada minuto que pasa hay personas que estan
siendo brutalmente golpeadas por el régimen dictatorial a solo 300 millas de
donde estamos ahora”.

Carr aseguro que no habria un problema de logistica ya que “tenemos la
tecnologia y hoy mismo podriamos comenzar a implementarla”.

Dijo que lo unico que se necesita para poner el plan en marcha es el apoyo del
presidente Biden, ya que requeriria el trabajo de multiples agencias
gubernamentales, incluidas la Administracion Federal de Aviacion y el
Departamento de Defensa.

Salazar aprovecho poco después para instar a la Casa Blanca a que apruebe el
proyecto, acusandola de solo haber dado “declaraciones débiles” hasta ahora.

“No pueden decir que estan apoyando al pueblo cubano y la comunidad
cubanoamericana que yo represento si no hay una clara respuesta firme”,
manifestd Salazar, agregando que el exilio cubano podria proveer los fondos si se
viese obligado a hacerlo y que ella podria abrir una cuenta de depdsito con
garantia por medio de un abogado.

“No necesitamos el dinero. Nada mas necesitamos el permiso del gobierno federal.
Necesitamos la luz verde de Biden”, dijo.

Por su parte, el gobernador DeSantis afiadio que hay otras empresas en Florida
que podrian establecer el internet también. La unica diferencia es que estas
tendrian que instalar equipo que recibiera la sefial en tierra cubana, ademas del
que la enviara desde el aire. Pero para eso, sugirio, se podria usar la embajada
estadounidense en La Habana.
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“Deberiamos poder poner lo que sea que necesitemos alli”, dijo. “Esta es una noble
causa”.

DETENIDOS EN CUBA

Los organismos de derechos humanos internacionales como Human Rights Watch,
Prisoners Defenders y organizaciones de derechos legales como Cubalex calculan
que hay mas de 200 detenidos por las protestas.

Podrian
enfrentar penas de hasta 20 afos.

Mederos Torres, quien es coronel del Ministerio del Interior, dijo que “ahora
comienza un proceso investigativo en el que debemos llegar hasta el final: buscar
quiénes mas participaron, el grado de participacion de cada uno y sobre todo
llegar a los organizadores, los instigadores, los que financiaron para provocar este
desorden en el pais y dar una imagen equivocada”.

El martes en la mafiana, las fuerzas represivas del régimen allanaron la vivienda
de una familia con nifios en Cardenas, y le dispararon a Daniel Cardenas Diaz, de
34 afios, quien fue llevado herido al hospital de Santa Marta, cerca de Varadero,
segun documentaron videos en las redes sociales y testimonios de la familia.

MEDIDAS DEL GOBIERNO CUBANO

Para aplacar el descontento de la poblacion, que sufre una crisis de
abastecimiento de alimentos y medicamentos, al mismo tiempo que enfrenta mas
de 6,000 nuevos casos diarios de Covid-19, el gobierno cubano anuncio el
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miércoles la eliminacion temporal de aranceles en su programa oficial La Mesa
Redonda.

El anuncio indica la decision de “autorizar, excepcionalmente y con caracter
temporal, la importacion por la via del pasajero —es decir, el equipaje
acompanante en el viaje- de alimentos, [articulos de] aseo y medicamentos sin
limite de valor de importacion y libre de pago de aranceles”. La medida entrara en
vigor a partir del proximo lunes 19 de julio y durara hasta final de afo.

Previamente, los cubanos que traian bienes de este tipo al pais tenian que pagar
distintos impuestos sobre ellos. En el caso de medicamentos, por ejemplo, los
primeros 10 kilogramos quedaban exentos de cargos adicionales, pero se debia
pagar un impuesto al superar ese peso.

Un marcha en favor del gobierno, el 11 de julio, dia que estallaron las protestas antigubernamentales.

Muchos cubanos en Miami expresaron que esto implicaba el regreso de las

“mulas”, como llaman a las personas que se dedican a llevar articulos a Cuba
mediante cobro a los familiares fuera de la isla.
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Con respecto a la medida y su efecto a largo plazo, Jorge Duany, director del
Instituto de Investigaciones Cubanas, de la Universidad Internacional de la Florida
(FIU), considero que la eliminacion de los aranceles a la importacion de comida y
medicinas es “una respuesta parcial y temporal a los reclamos populares que
llevaron a las protestas de esta semana en Cuba”.

“Aunque no resolveran definitivamente la grave crisis alimentaria y sanitaria que
sufre el pueblo cubano, debe ayudar a paliar un poco sus necesidades basicas”,
afirmé Duany.

Para el académico, las protestas articularon “la voluntad critica de una franja
considerable de la sociedad cubana, que hasta ahora habian permanecido latentes,
en la carcel o forzadas al exilio”.

Alargo plazo, un escenario ideal seria que el régimen de La Habana reconociera
“la urgencia de incluir y dialogar a los amplios sectores de la poblacion que han
expresado publicamente su descontento desde el pasado domingo”.

“Ningun gobierno, democratico o autoritario, puede ignorar una manifestacion
tan clara y contundente de sus puntos de vista al margen del sistema politico
imperante”, preciso.

Miriam Celaya calificé las medidas de “indignantes e insultantes”, en conversacion
con el Nuevo Herald desde La Habana.

En las manifestaciones “las personas no estaban pidiendo champu, estaban
pidiendo libertad.

Cuba to Prosecute People Detained During Recent
Protests

Rights advocates are concerned the arrested demonstrators will be subjected to summary trials

without due process

Hundreds of Cubans who took part in street protests across the Caribbean nation last
week face charges of inciting unrest, authorities say, raising concerns among rights
advocates of summary trials without due process.

The whereabouts of hundreds of arrested demonstrators is unknown and others are being
held incommunicado without charges nine days after nationwide demonstrations rocked

the country.

Cuban police have arrested an estimated 500 demonstrators and activists who were
among thousands who poured into the streets on July 11 to protest against deteriorating
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living conditions, the lack of freedoms, and scarcity of basic goods and services including

Covid-19 vaccines under the Communist regime.

The government responded to the protests by cutting internet and phone services and

deploying so-called rapid-reaction brigades, police and Communist Party militants to take
back control of cities and towns.

More than a week after the unprecedented demonstrations, hundreds of people are lining
up outside police stations across the island asking about missing relatives. Those who
discovered which detention centers their family members are being held at have gathered
outside them to get in touch and deliver clothing, toiletries and food.

People who support the government and those critical of it held rival demonstrations in Havana last
week.

Most of those detained during and after the demonstrations are young people from the
poorest corners of the country who have been held incommunicado, relatives say.
Authorities have yet to disclose the charges on which they are being held.

“Some demonstrators have been released, but those who are seen as influential or more
visible aren’t going anywhere,” said Danelis Iglesias, the wife of Cuban rapper Adrian “El
Radikal” Zamora, known in his native city of Coldn for his rebellious hip-hop songs.

Mr. Zamora and his wife were among those who participated in the protests. The
following morning, just after Mr. Zamora got out of the shower, police officers stormed
their house and took a shirtless Mr. Zamora to the police station.
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“They took him away in shorts and flip flops, and we still haven’t been able to talk to him,
let alone know what the government accuses him of,” Ms. Iglesias said.

Activists and relatives of detained demonstrators fear that the government will keep
them behind bars for months if not years.

“We are convinced that behind these events is the hand of the enemy,” said Col. Moraima
Bravet, head of the criminal investigations unit at the country’s Interior Ministry. “We
will reach the instigators and organizers.”

Col. Bravet said on national television that the government will press disorder and
disobedience charges against demonstrators who participated in violent actions and acts
of vandalism. Activists say such criminal offenses can carry sentences of up to 15 years in

prison.

Authorities have said demonstrators will face summary trials behind closed doors, which
gives defendants and their attorneys little time to study charges or present evidence.
Prisoner Defenders, a Madrid-based legal action advocacy group, said the Cuban
procedure “flagrantly violates the guarantee of due process.”
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Relatives say they are also having a hard time finding independent defense lawyers
willing to confront authorities.

Michelle Bachelet, the U.N.’s High Commissioner for Human Rights, called for the release
of all those who have been detained “for exercising their right to peaceful assembly.”

But Cuba’s President Miguel Diaz-Canel said the protests were led by criminals and
counter-revolutionaries backed by the U.S. government.

The Interior Ministry said one person died last week when a group of protesters attacked
a police station in a town near Havana, and that several people were injured in the
incident, including police officers.

The exact number of people arrested and injured is difficult to determine because the
government won’t disclose that information. Cuban civil rights groups say that more than
500 people have been detained. Human Rights Watch estimates that the whereabouts of
at least 300 people are still unknown.

After a first stage in which demonstrators were attacked and detained by security forces,
the Cuban government is now erecting a legal facade to legitimize its actions, said José
Miguel Vivanco, Americas director for Human Rights Watch.

“In light of the image problem that the government currently has on the international
stage, it’s now resorting to criminal charges akin to the Spanish Inquisition, labeling
political prisoners as criminals and terrifying the population,” Mr. Vivanco added.

Among those detained since the July 11 demonstrations are the artist Luis Manuel Otero,
a highly visible figure among Cuban dissidents, and José Daniel Ferrer, the leader of
Cuba’s most important opposition group. There are also dozens of professionals, activists,
photographers and independent journalists held in detention centers.

Henry Constantin Ferreiro, who runs La Hora de Cuba, a news webpage, was detained as
he was preparing to leave his house in the colonial city of Camagiiey to cover the protests.
He has been incommunicado since then.

Manelyn Morales, a friend of Mr. Constantin Ferreiro who works for a Catholic
community center, said that authorities disclosed late last week several criminal charges
against him, including incitement to violence.

“He is accused of carrying heavy sticks and stones, when he hadn’t even left his house,”
Ms. Morales added.

Many others who were released after being detained at the protest have been placed
under house arrest. They join about a dozen artists, independent journalists and activists
who already had stay-at-home orders—an arbitrary measure that Human Rights Watch
calls de facto house arrest. They include internationally known installation artist Tania
Bruguera, who has posted photographs of more than a dozen police officers staking out
her house, and hip-hop singer Eliexer “El Funky” Marquez, co-author of Patria y Vida, a
rap song that became an anthem of the protests.

Hamlet Lavastida, another internationally known Cuban artist who was imprisoned on
June 26 when he returned home after more than a year abroad, has been charged with
inciting to commit a crime. The accusation against Mr. Lavastida was based on chats in
messaging apps intercepted by the government where Mr. Lavastida discussed the
possibility of stamping Cuban currency with pro-democracy slogans as part of a
performance piece. The performance was never carried out.

Here’s why thousands of people are taking to the streets in Cuba:
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On 11 July thousands of people took to the streets in Cuba to peacefully protest over
the economy, shortages of medicines, the response to COVID-19, and harsh restrictions
on freedom of expression and assembly.

Amnesty International is closely monitoring the situation and will be updating this page
with the latest information as it emerges. We verify and fact-check each piece of
information we receive, but when the information comes from other organizations

we clearly specify the source. The Cuban authorities do not allow independent human
rights organizations to visit the country, and independent human rights lawyers are
prevented from working in the country.

What we know so far:
Updated Thursday 22 July at 14:10 Eastern Time:

Relatives are not being informed of the whereabouts of those detained within

a reasonable period of time: Since 16 July, Amnesty International has spoken

to multiple relatives of families detained in the context of the protests on 11 July. They
told the organization that the authorities had not informed them of

the whereabouts of their relatives. In one case, the family had not been informed of
the relative’s whereabouts for 96 hours. In another case, a family member indicated
they had not been able to locate their relative for 6 days. In none of the cases

had relatives received a phone call from detainees. We issued an Urgent Action calling
for their immediate and unconditional release.

On 20 July, on Canal Caribe, a state-controlled station, representatives of

the Prosecutor General’s Office and the Ministry of Interior denied that families were
being denied information about those detained on 11 July. However, no representatives
of families or other alternative voice was present during the program. Granma, Cuba’s
state newspaper, also tweeted that there were no missing persons, and classified
Sunday’s protests as “riots.”
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The rights of detainees to communicate with the outside world and to receive visits
are fundamental safeguards against human rights violations, including torture or other
ill-treatment and enforced disappearance. Furthermore, Cuba is a party to the
International Convention for the Protection of All Persons from Enforced
Disappearance. According to the Convention, a refusal to acknowledge the deprivation

of liberty or to disclose the fate or whereabouts of a person following their detention,
can amount to an enforced disappearance, a crime under international law.

The Inter-American Commission on Human Rights (IACHR) said it has received reports
of police and government supporters attacking an AP photojournalist and his camera
operator, as well as the arrest of at least 10 journalists, and police raids that allegedly
prevented other reporters from leaving their homes. On 15 July, the IACHR condemned
the state repression of the protests and said it “considers that official statements
branding demonstrators as enemies are inadmissible and reckless. These statements
stigmatize protest, foster an atmosphere that tolerates violence, may encourage clashes
between citizens, and are incompatible with international standards to protect the right
to protest.”

Updated Friday 16 July at 11:47 Eastern Time:

The authorities are looking for the protest “organizers” and “instigators”: On 14 July,
representatives from the Prosecutor General’s Office and the Ministry of

Interior said on state television that they were investigating individual responsibility
for the organization of the protests and the “crimes” committed during the protests. A
Colonel representing the Interior Ministry said the majority of those detained were not
“revolutionary” (meaning not pro-government in Cuba) and stated that many had
previous convictions for a range of crimes, but including crimes that Amnesty
International has previously stated are inconsistent with international standards, such
as “public disorder.” The Colonel vowed “We will find the organizers, the

instigators,” and said that those chanting “Patria y Vida” (a song some associate

with sparking the protests) would be considered instigators.

Some activists and independent journalists remain under house arrest: On

15 July, Amnesty International spoke to an independent journalist and an activist in
Cuba who had both experienced physical surveillance by uniformed police officers
outside their homes and are unable to leave. As previously documented, this amounts
to house arrest, and is a violation of international human rights law. Héctor Luis
Valdez Cocho, a member of the San Isidro Movement, told Amnesty International he
was detained in Sunday’s protests and released on Monday. Since

then, he says, police have been surveilling his home 24 hours a day

and have told him not to leave.

Updated Thursday 15 July at 12:13 Eastern Time:

The Committee to Protect Journalists has called on authorities to immediately and
unconditionally release all journalists detained during the protests. It said authorities
had “intermittently blocked dozens of reporters from leaving their homes” and called
on the government to allow the press to cover the protests freely and to stop disrupting
internet in the country.

Updated Wednesday 14 July at 19:52 Eastern Time:

Potentially hundreds of people detained: Human rights lawyers

at the NGO Cubalex have produced a working list of hundreds of people — mostly
activists and journalists — who have been detained by the authorities or whose location
Is unknown following Sunday’s protests. The NGO Prisoners Defenders says it has
submitted a list of 187 names to the UN.

Internet cuts: The United Nations Human Rights Committee has declared that “states
... must not block or hinder internet connectivity in relation to peaceful
assemblies.”However, network data from Netblocks has reported that several social
media and communications platforms, including Whatsapp, Facebook, and

Instagram were disrupted in Cuba from 12 July. This is not the first time this has
happened. Authorities have almost complete control over the internet in Cuba, and as
the country has moved online authorities have controlled and censored the

internet. In 2019, during the constitutional referendum, the Open Observatory of
Network Interference (OONI) similarly found that independent media had been
blocked and that ETECSA, Cuba’s only telecommunications company, had changed its
censorship techniques.

Luis Manuel Otero Alcantara, one of the leaders of the San Isidro Movement, who
Amnesty International has named prisoner of conscience three times since March
2020, is among those detained, reportedly at

Villa Marista (state security headquarters). Prior to the protests, Luis Manuel had
posted a video indicating his intention to join the protests.

What happened on Sunday?

The Cuban authorities have used the criminal law to imprison and silence
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alternative voices in the country for decades. Along with arbitrary dismissals from state
employment as a tactic to strip people of their livelihood, this has created a profound
climate of fear in Cuba for decades.

Sunday’s protest seemed to symbolize a breaking of this fear. Many ordinary
Cubans protested for the first time in years over the economic situation, exacerbated by
the COVID-19 pandemic, lack of medicines and restrictions on freedom of expression.

The San Isidro Movement is one group, composed of artists, academics, LGBTI people
and alternative thinkers who have been generating dialogue over harsh restrictions on
freedom of expression in the past months and years. They have been constant targets of
the authorities’ repression for this.

What will happen next and how have the authorities responded?

While the protests on Sunday were largely peaceful, the authorities deployed police and
security forces to disperse and detain protesters. President Diaz-Canel called on
“revolutionaries” to confront protesters. Reports of how many are detained range from
more than a hundred to thousands. It is reported that at least one person died in the
context of the protests. It is unclear if the authorities will release people, or whether
the protests will start again.

The Cuban government has attributed the shortages to

the longstanding embargo imposed by the United States. The embargo does hinder or
limit the possibility of assistance, as Amnesty International has said for decades, and
as United Nations experts and others have highlighted in the past and during the
COVID-19 response last year. However, the existence of the embargo is no justification
for the Cuban authorities’ repressive response to the protests on Sunday.

On 14 July, representatives from the Prosecutor General’s Office and the Ministry of Interior said on state television
that they were investigating individual responsibility for the organization of the protests and the “crimes”
committed during the protests. That same day, the Committee to Protect Journalists called on authorities to
immediately and unconditionally release all journalists detained during the protests. It said authorities had
“intermittently blocked dozens of reporters from leaving their homes” and called on the government to allow the
press to cover the protests freely and to stop disrupting internet in the country.

On 20 July, on Canal Caribe, a state-controlled station, representatives of the Prosecutor General’s Office and the
Ministry of Interior denied that families were being refused information about those detained on 11 July. However,
no representatives of families or other alternative voice was present during the program. Granma, Cuba’s state
newspaper, also tweeted that there were no missing persons, and classified Sunday’s protests as “riots.”

The rights of detainees to communicate with the outside world and to receive visits are fundamental safeguards
against human rights violations, including torture or other ill-treatment and enforced disappearance. Furthermore,
Cuba is a party to the International Convention for the Protection of All Persons from Enforced Disappearance.
According to the Convention, a refusal to acknowledge the deprivation of liberty or to disclose the fate or
whereabouts of a person following their detention, can amount to an enforced disappearance, a crime under
international law.

The Cuban authorities have long used an array of provisions of the Penal Code to stifle dissent and punish those
critical of the government. Commonly used provisions include contempt of a public official (desacato), resistance to
public officials carrying out their duties (resistencia) and public disorder (desdrdenes publicos).

Network data from Netblocks has reported that several social media and communications platforms, including

Whatsapp, Facebook, and Instagram were disrupted in Cuba from 12 July, making communication within and with
the country difficult.

Agentes del régimen castrista detuvieron a Ortega el miércoles cuando se disponia
a solicitar un habeas corpus a favor de su esposo, coordinador general de UNPACU,
en un tribunal de Santiago de Cuba, y luego de publicar un video donde
responsabilizo al “dictador Raul Castro y a su titere Diaz-Canel” por lo que le
suceda a Ferrer, a los opositores y a los cubanos de a pie.

Ortega paso a engrosar durante unas horas la larga lista de detenciones y
desaparecidos, tras la feroz represion lanzada por el régimen castrista para
castigar y silenciar el clamor de los cubano por un cambio politico en la isla.

Ana Belkis Ferrer Garcia, hermana de José Daniel Ferrer, dijo a el Nuevo Herald
que a su cufiada la detuvieron cerca de las 4:00 p.m del miércoles y desconocian
donde estaba hasta que fue liberada a aproximadamente a las 9:30 pm.

“No sabilamos absolutamente nada, solo que habia salido de la casa al tribunal y
que estaba siendo perseguida por la policia politica. Esa era la unica informaciéon
que tuvimos de ella”, dijo en una entrevista telefonica.

Su hermano, también promotor de CubaDecide, cumple este jueves 11 dias
detenido y aparentemente esta en huelga de hambre supuestamente en el centro
de operaciones e investigaciones de Santiago de Cuba, de acuerdo con su esposa.

“Hasta el momento no nos han permitido verle, no nos han dado documentacion,
no le han permitido una llamada telefénica, y para nosotros y para el mundo se
mantiene como un desaparecido. Mientras no nos permiten tener noticias sobre él,
se encuentra desaparecido”, dijo la esposa del activista en el video antes de que la
arrestaran.

Ortega estaba exigiendo fe de vida y libertad inmediata para su esposo y todos los
desaparecidos a raiz de las manifestaciones y dijo que son miles los cubanos en
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cada una de las provincias de la isla que sus familiares desconocen donde se
encuentran ni en qué condiciones estan.

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Uno de los aspectos que denunciaron los manifestantes que fueron liberados el
primer dia es que al arrestarlos los ponian en pequenas celdas atestadas con mas
de 70 personas, y que muchos de los encarcelados no llevaban mascaras como
medida de prevencion ante el COVID-19.

Cuban Protesters Get Prison Sentences, House Arrest in
Summary Trials

Scores of Cubans who participated in recent mass protests have received sentences of up

to one year in prison or house arrest in summary trials without due process, civil rights
activists and relatives of detainees say.

Activists estimate that Cuba’s security agents detained more than 600 demonstrators and
activists shortly after the wave of spontaneous, nationwide protests in mid-July. Those
were a response to a sharp deterioration in living conditions and lack of freedom under
six decades of Communist rule.

The protests fizzled out after a broad crackdown by the government. On Monday, the
government disrupted nationwide internet service, according to Kentik, a U.S.-based
network-monitoring company. Network traffic was sharply reduced after thousands of
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Cubans took to social media to post videos of Cuban-American demonstrators in the U.S.
demanding freedom in the Communist island.

Hundreds of protesters were held incommunicado in the days and weeks after the July 11
demonstrations, say human rights lawyers and relatives of the detainees. But last week,
judiciary authorities began summary trials, most of them of young Cubans charged with
broad offenses like public disorder or disobedience, according to the government and
dissidents.

Anyelo Troya, a 24-year-old photographer and cameraman, was sentenced last week to
one year in prison for inciting public disorder but was released to house arrest after a few
days, friends and relatives say. Mr. Troya was detained near his house in Havana shortly
after leaving his house to take pictures of the protests, relatives and friends said. He was
held incommunicado for about one week before facing trial with at least 10 other
defendants.

Mr. Troya has worked with members of the San Isidro Movement, a group of dissident
artists. Earlier this year, he took part in the clandestine recording of “Patria y Vida,” or
“Fatherland and Life,” a rebellious rap song that became an anthem for the protests. He
said in a recent interview that he worked as a cameraman and rented the lighting
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equipment for the recording on the song’s video with a loan received by giving an old
Leica camera as collateral.

At least two other detainees—one theater actor and a teenage girl—were also released
and put under house arrest after receiving sentences of about nine months in prison,
activists say. It remains unclear, however, whether all those being sentenced are being
released to house arrest or whether some are remaining in prison to serve out their terms.

Cuban judiciary authorities said that close to 59 demonstrators stood trial as of last
Friday but haven’t released details about sentencing. Government officials didn’t return
calls seeking further comment.

Activists say the sentences are harsh for people who participated in largely peaceful
protests.

“This is a complete farce of any type of due process,” said Juan Pappier, senior researcher
for Cuba at Human Rights Watch, an advocacy group. “They accuse people of crimes that
aren’t crimes, they don’t have any defense lawyers and the judges have no independence.”

Others say the sentences are meant to act like a Sword of Damocles, a warning to
protesters that any further dissent against the authoritarian government will land them
in prison.

“It works as a warning that any transgression will be punished,” said Angel Rodriguez, a
human-rights activist who lives in Havana.
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Since the charges are considered minor under Cuban law, they carry a maximum sentence
of one year in jail. But most of the detainees are being sentenced to the maximum period,
even if they are released to house arrest—in line with what Cuban officials have said.

“The instruction we have is to apply greater severity to these behaviors,” said Col.
Moraima Bravet, head of the criminal investigations unit at the Interior Ministry, on
national television shortly after the wave of detentions. Authorities said that the protests
were instigated by criminals and repeat offenders, labeling detainees as common
delinquents.

The trials are collective, with a dozen defendants brought in and convicted in a few hours.
On most occasions, the detainees are convicted without the presence of defense lawyers
or relatives, civil rights activists say.

But there is no knowledge of a single case in which a defendant has been found not guilty,
said Alejandro Gonzalez, head of the Cuban Observatory for Human Rights, a Madrid-
based organization founded by former Cuban political prisoners.

Although a few defendants have been able to hire defense attorneys, there is little the
lawyers can do at summary trials, since the detainees have had practically no contact with
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counsel to prepare their cases, said one person familiar with the inner workings of Cuban
courts.

“The lawyer arrives at the trial without even knowing the evidence that will be presented
by the authorities,” said the person, who didn’t want to be identified for fear of reprisal.
“Their only recourse is to argue that their clients are young, that they don’t have a
criminal record, or that they have a health condition.”

He said there was another group of at least 100 detainees that face more serious charges,
such as attacking police officers, looting or destroying government property like patrol
vehicles or police motorcycles.

Economic crisis and Covid-19 pandemic lead to deteriorating living conditions, electricity outages and

shortages of food and medicine

Cuban citizens took to the streets across the country for the first time in more than six
decades to protest against deteriorating living conditions and the lack of basic goods and

services, including medical attention amid increasing numbers of coronavirus infections.

The protests, with thousands of people calling for an end to the 62-year-old communist

regime, began on July 11 in the western city of San Antonio de los Bafios, later spreading
to more than 40 cities and towns including the capital Havana.

President Miguel Diaz-Canel deployed security forces across the country. His government
disrupted communications, with the state-run phone and network monopoly, Etecsa,
halting internet service.

In Havana, state forces including so-called rapid-reaction brigades and Communist Party
militants armed with heavy sticks, were sent out. Some protesters were attacked, and
hundreds were arrested, according to activists. In subsequent days, hundreds of Cubans
lined up outside police stations to look for missing relatives whose whereabouts were
unknown.

Cuba’s Interior Ministry said one person had died when a group of protesters attacked a
police station in a town near Havana, and that several people were injured including
police officers.

What triggered the wave of protests?

The Cuban economy contracted more than 11% last year amid the pandemic, which led
tourism to dry up and brought about a drop in remittances from Cubans living abroad—
both vital sources of income for families.

Cubans stand for hours in line to buy basic goods such as chicken or bread, or even to take
a bus. The island has increasingly endured hourslong electricity outages, and, in recent
weeks, coronavirus infections have surged, according to authorities, putting a strain on
the country’s health system.

After suffering relatively few Covid-19 cases in 2020, and only 146 deaths, the government
has reported more than 2,400 deaths so far this year.

What has been the communist government’s response?

President Diaz-Canel said the protests were led by a minority of “counter-revolutionaries,
sold out to the U.S. government,” taking advantage of the difficult situation in Cuba and
the pandemic.

He urged supporters of the regime to take back the streets from the demonstrators, which
led to attacks on protesters. Soon after the unrest began, authorities cut off most
communications with the outside world and deployed security forces across the country.

Among those arrested were visual artist Luis Manuel Otero, a highly visible figure among

Cuban dissidents, poet Amaury Pacheco and José Daniel Ferrer, the leader of Cuba’s most

important opposition group.

Cuban authorities began summary trials and sentencing of demonstrators they accuse of
taking part in acts of violence and vandalism. The trials are being held behind closed
doors, and few defendants have defense attorneys present, activists and relatives of
defendants said.

A number of peaceful protesters have already been sentenced to one-year prison terms on
charges of disobedience and disorderly conduct, the maximum term for minor offenses,
according to activist lawyers in Cuba. Others have been released from prison and placed
under house arrest for the duration of their sentences, the lawyers say. Others face more
serious charges such as attacking police officers, looting, or destroying government
property.
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In an effort to quell tensions, and lessen the acute shortages of food, medicine and other
essential products that have angered Cubans, Prime Minister Manuel Marrero said that
such goods brought to the island by visitors would no longer be subject to customs duties.

What are the implications for the Cuban regime?

Since taking power in a 1959 revolution, Cuba’s communist regime has weathered a
number of economic and political crises, while remaining defiant against calls for change
in the face of the U.S. economic embargo. The unraveling of the Soviet Union in 1991
brought about a so-called special period, one of the worst economic contractions in
Cuba’s history. The loss of Soviet economic backing led to severe food and fuel shortages
that crippled economic activity.

In more recent times, the island has seen diminished support from once oil-rich
Venezuela, which provides cheap oil to the island in exchange for doctors, teachers and

other advisers. Venezuela faces its own economic crisis under socialist leader Nicolas

Maduro and is also subject to U.S. sanctions.

An easing of U.S. sanctions against Cuba under the Obama administration, which had
promised to bring in more tourists and dollars, was partially reversed by the Trump
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administration, affecting the island’s access to hard currency. That led the government to
take measures like opening unpopular dollar stores, where only Cubans with foreign
currency can shop, exacerbating inequalities.

Mr. Diaz-Canel blames electricity outages, as well as shortages of food and medicines, on
the U.S. embargo and the restrictions reimposed by the Trump administration that cut off
Cuban access to hard currency. He called for the Biden administration to remove the
sanctions.

How is this different from previous protests?

The demonstrations were unprecedented in communist Cuba. For the past six decades,
Cuba has been a country where protests have been virtually nonexistent. All protests
were quickly suffocated. Protesters this time appeared willing to stand up against the
government.

A longtime Communist Party apparatchik, Mr. Diaz-Canel is seen by many Cubans as
lacking the charisma and revolutionary legitimacy of his predecessors— Fidel Castro, the
emblematic leader of the 1959 revolution who died in 2016, and his brother Raul Castro,

who succeeded Fidel as president but retired in 2018.

Earlier this year, Mr. Diaz-Canel also assumed the top job in Cuba’s ruling Communist

Party.
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Social media was an essential factor in organizing the wave of protests. Relatively new to

the island, it has empowered a young generation of Cuban activists who use it to spread
their ideas and organize protests. As demonstrators sought to broadcast the current
protests live with their cellphones, authorities cut internet service on several occasions.
Kentik, a U.S.-based network monitoring company, reported countrywide internet
outages July 11.

Mobile and fixed-line phone service was also selectively cut off, crippling communications
and blocking the internet signal from activists’ cellphones, activists said.

What has been the U.S. response?

The Biden administration imposed new sanctions against Cuban Defense Minister Alvaro

Lopez Miera and an Interior Ministry police unit, charging that government agents
engaged in violence, repression and human-rights violations against protesters.

Treasury Secretary Janet Yellen said the U.S. would also continue to enforce existing
sanctions against Cuba.

President Biden said the administration would continue to review the U.S. remittance
policy “to determine how we can maximize support to the Cuban people.”

Mr. Biden had called the protests a “clarion call for freedom and relief,” although U.S.
Secretary of Homeland Security Alejandro Mayorkas said Cubans attempting to reach the
U.S. by boat wouldn’t be allowed in. The Cuban government has responded to past crises
by allowing mass emigration to the U.S.

In Florida, home to many Cuban-Americans, Republican Gov. Ron DeSantis urged Mr.
Biden to help provide internet to Cubans on the island.

Mr. Biden said his administration is considering allowing more remittances to Cuba and
sending Covid-19 vaccines, but it needs assurances the Cuban government wouldn’t take
advantage of the assistance. Mr. Diaz-Canel said Cuba won’t accept “interventionist aid”
from the U.S.

What did Black Lives Matter say about the protests?

On July 15, Black Lives Matter called on the U.S. government to end the U.S. embargo on
grounds that it is “cruel and inhumane.”
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“The people of Cuba are being punished by the U.S. government because the country has
maintained its commitment to sovereignty and self-determination,” it said in a
statement.

The U.S.-based organization said Cuba “has historically demonstrated solidarity with
oppressed peoples of African descent,” but made no reference to the dozens of Black civil-
rights activists and demonstrators who were detained soon after the unrest started.
About one-third of Cuba’s population is of African descent.

The group’s statement sparked controversy in the U.S., where politicians such as Florida
Republican Sen. Marco Rubio lashed out at the organization.

Estan sufriendo porque sus seres
queridos estan sufriendo”, dijo el presidente Biden al comienzo de la reunion a
ultima hora de la tarde. “Y es francamente intolerable. Asi que quiero que los
cubanoamericanos sepan que todos alrededor de esta mesa y yo incluido vemos su
dolor, escuchamos vuestras voces, escuchamos los gritos de libertad que vienen de
la isla”.

Unas horas antes, el departamento del Tesoro utilizo la ley Global Magnitsky para
poner en la lista negra a la agencia policial, su director Oscar Alejandro Callejas
Valcarce y su subdirector, Eddy Manuel Sierra Arias.

“El Departamento del Tesoro seguira sancionando y llamando por su nombre a
quienes faciliten la participacion del régimen cubano en graves abusos contra los
derechos humanos”, dijo la directora de la Oficina de Control de Activos
Extranjeros Andrea M. Gacki. “La accion de hoy sirve para exigir mas a los
responsables de reprimir los llamamientos del pueblo cubano a la libertad y el
respeto de los derechos humanos”.

Las personas y organizaciones agregadas a la lista de ciudadanos especialmente
designados y personas bloqueadas de la OFAC tienen sus activos congelados y no
pueden viajar a EEUU.

El presidente Biden dijo que vendrian mads sanciones a menos que se produzcan
“cambios drasticos” en Cuba. Dijo que su administracion estaba buscando “todas
las opciones disponibles para proporcionar acceso a Internet y ayudar a los
cubanos a eludir la censura que estdn imponiendo” las autoridades cubanas.

También dijo que Estados Unidos estaba ampliando la asistencia a los presos
politicos y disidentes y que pidid al Departamento de Estado y al Tesoro que
proporcionaran en un mes recomendaciones sobre “como maximizar el flujo de
remesas al pueblo cubano sin que los militares cubanos reciban una parte”.
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Sin mas detalles, el presidente dijo que la administracion estaba trabajando para
aumentar la dotacion de personal estadounidense en la embajada en La Habana
priorizando al mismo tiempo su seguridad.

LLEVAR ACCESO A INTERNET ES UN ‘RETO’

En una llamada con periodistas, un funcionario de alto rango dijo que la
administracion estaba estudiando la posibilidad de autorizar una serie de
opciones para proporcionar acceso a internet, pero que era “un reto”, ya que la
tecnologia de satélites y globos puede ser bloqueada por el gobierno cubano. La
administracion también estaba considerando la tecnologia VPN que permite a los
usuarios eludir los esfuerzos de censura.

“No hay una solucién magica”, dijo. “Si fuera algo que pudiera hacerse facilmente,
ya se habria hecho”.

El funcionario dijo que el gobierno estadounidenses estaba estudiando las
iniciativas que han funcionado para que el gobierno interino de Venezuela pueda
enviar dinero directamente a la poblacion del pais, como un ejemplo de lo que se
pudiera hacer en Cuba.

El funcionario dijo que el presidente estaba recibiendo actualizaciones diarias
sobre la situacion en Cuba y que la administracion quiere mantener el tema “en el
primer plano”.

El viernes por la tarde, el presidente Biden se reunié con miembros de la
comunidad cubanoamericana, entre ellos Felice Gorordo, director general de
eMerge Americas y cofundador de Roots of Hope; Ana Sofia Pelaez, cofundadora
del Miami Freedom Project, y Manny Diaz, ex alcalde de Miami y presidente del
Partido Democrata de la Florida. La Casa Blanca también ha invitado al senador
democrata Bob Menéndez, presidente de la Comision de Relaciones Exteriores del
Senado, y al presidente de la Comision de Asuntos Exteriores de la Camara de
Representantes, Gregory Meeks.

También ha sido invitado Yotuel Romero, el vocalista radicado en Madrid del
grupo de hip-hop cubano Orishas y principal autor de Patria y Vida, una cancion
que se ha convertido en un himno para los manifestantes.
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La reunion tendra lugar tras la presion ejercida por los cubanoamericanos
exiliados para que se haga mas a favor de los cubanos de la isla. El 11 de julio,
miles de personas salieron a las calles para protestar contra el gobierno comunista
en todo el pais. Segun Cubalex, una organizacion de asistencia legal que ayuda a
los disidentes en la isla, actualmente hay 547 personas detenidas y 164 han sido
liberadas.

La semana pasada Biden emitié una declaracion en la que condenaba las
detenciones y los juicios sumarios para castigar a los manifestantes, e impuso
sanciones al jefe de las fuerzas armadas cubanas y a los Boinas Negras, una
unidad de fuerzas especiales desplegada para reprimir el levantamiento. También
dijo que habia ordenado a su administracion que trabajara con las organizaciones
de la sociedad civil y el sector privado para encontrar formas de eludir los
esfuerzos de censura de internet del régimen.

Segun un sondeo nacional de votantes realizado por la empresa republicana
Echelon Insights, hay pocos inconvenientes para que la administracion muestre su
apoyo publico a los manifestantes en Cuba y proporcione internet a la poblaciéon
de la isla, temas que generan apoyo bipartidista.

Los planes para buscar formas de restablecer las remesas y los servicios
consulares en la isla parecen mas polémicos. La administracion podria sufrir el
rechazo de muchos cubanoamericanos que perciben esos esfuerzos como una
concesion al gobierno cubano.

Pocos dias después de las protestas, el presidente Biden dijo que no apoyaba el
restablecimiento de los canales oficiales de envio de remesas “por el hecho de que
es muy probable que el régimen confisque esas remesas o grandes porciones”.
Pero, en una declaracion posterior, dijo que la administracion estaba “revisando
nuestra politica de remesas para determinar como podemos maximizar el apoyo
al pueblo cubano”.

Los servicios de transferencia de dinero de Western Union a Cuba fueron
suspendidos después de que la administracion Trump sancionara a la entidad
militar cubana que manejaba las remesas, Fincimex. Estados Unidos dej6 abierta
la posibilidad de continuar el servicio a través de un banco cubano no militar,
pero el gobierno cubano rechazo el cambio.
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El senador Bob Menéndez, demdcrata de Nueva Jersey, un aliado clave de la
administracion en temas prioritarios y el poderoso presidente de la comision de
asuntos exteriores, dejo claro en un reciente discurso que no esta a favor de
reanudar las remesas, 1o que indica los retos que tiene por delante la
administracion en este asunto.

Los temas de seguridad también complican la reanudacion de los servicios en la
embajada en La Habana, ya que varias agencias federales siguen investigando qué
y quién esta detras del misterio del “sindrome de La Habana™.

FRUSTRACION CON LAS REUNIONES

Funcionarios de la Casa Blanca se han reunido con lideres de la comunidad
cubanoamericana en las ultimas semanas para buscar ideas sobre como apoyar al
pueblo cubano. Pero las reuniones han frustrado a los observadores de Cuba en
Miami y Washington.

“Si este es el momento de Cuba, entonces esa gente en la isla se merece algo mejor
que un evento elegante con aire acondicionado”, dijo Jason Poblete, un abogado de
Washington, D.C., y presidente de Global Liberty Alliance, una organizacion que
proporciona ayuda legal a algunos de los manifestantes actualmente encarcelados.
“Todo esto tiene que ver con la politica de la Florida, y es una vergiuenza”.

Poblete dijo que el presidente pudiera acelerar las medidas politicas mediante
acciones ejecutivas en lugar de crear “grupos de trabajo” para estudiar las
respuestas. “El presidente necesita movilizar a los aliados en la region, y porqué
no les dice a Putin y a Xi: “no metan las manos en Cuba”.

“Todo lo que he visto de los politicos estadounidenses, tanto demadcratas como
republicanos, son posturas politicas y no acciones”, afiadio.

La Casa Blanca dijo que trabajar con los aliados internacionales para ejercer mas
presion sobre el gobierno de la isla era otro objetivo politico, y los esfuerzos ya
han mostrado algunos resultados.

Paises como Canadd y otros aliados europeos con intereses economicos en Cuba,
como Espafia, Francia y el Reino Unido, no se adhirieron a una declaracion
conjunta emitida el lunes por Estados Unidos y 20 naciones latinoamericanas y
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europeas en la que se condenaban los arrestos y detenciones masivas de
manifestantes en Cuba. Pero el jueves, los miembros de la Unidon Europea
emitieron su propia condena enérgica de la represion gubernamental. El
Secretario de Estado Antony J. Blinken planted los acontecimientos en Cuba al
ministro de Asuntos Exteriores espafiol en una llamada telefénica el jueves.

“Creo que hay una diferencia entre estas reuniones de relaciones publicas que son
un fracaso y no son serias y las politicas que el Departamento de Estado esta
empezando a aplicar”, dijo el locutor demdcrata de la radio en espafiol en Miami
Roberto Rodriguez Tejera.

Dijo no entender porqué los cubanoamericanos elegidos en la Florida,
principalmente republicanos, no han sido invitados por la Casa Blanca.

“Es una verguenza”, dijo. “La mayoria de los invitados no son representativos del
pueblo cubano. No ha habido oportunidad de hablar con un disidente de la isla,
Yoani Sanchez, Berta Soler, ni nadie, en realidad”.

“El problema esta en Cuba”, afiadio, “no en Miami”.

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A casiun mes del 11 de Julio, las protestas masivas que sacudieron a Cuba siguen
siendo motivo de discusion. Ahora, se especula que empresas chinas pudieron
haber suministrado las herramientas necesarias para que el régimen cubano
bloqueara el acceso a internet durante las manifestaciones.

Las restricciones en cuestion surgieron después de que miles de personas tomaran
las calles de Cuba, creando un desafio claro para el régimen encabezado por
Miguel Diaz-Canel. Al ver la oposicion en varias ciudades de la isla, el mandatario
opto por utilizar varias estrategias autoritarias para controlar a la poblacién. Por
un lado, autorizo el uso de violencia para reprimir las protestas, resultando en un
muerto durante los disturbios y hasta 500 detenidos por el estado.

Asimismo, el régimen cubano bloqued el acceso a redes sociales en la isla como
Facebook e Instagram, mientras que también restringio plataformas de
comunicacion como Whatsapp y Telegram. Con ello, se tratd de controlar el flujo
de informacion de manifestantes al mundo exterior para evitar criticas aun
mayores.

El bloqueo cibernético fue esquivado rapidamente por los cubanos, ya que mas de
un millon de personas accedio a redes sociales por medio de herramientas
especializadas tras los disturbios. Aun asi, las restricciones fueron tema de intereés
en los Estados Unidos, donde funcionarios publicos propusieron varias
alternativas para brindar internet al pais vecino.

Al iniciar las protestas, el Senador por la Florida Marco Rubio fue de las primeras
voces en prever el bloqueo cibernético, advirtiendo en su cuenta de Twitter que el
régimen cubano usaria las herramientas a su disposicion para restringir el acceso
a internet. En la misma serie de tuits, el legislador hizo un breve comentario que
ha llamado la atencion de la prensa nacional.

“Por cierto, usan un sistema hecho, vendido e instalado por #China para controlar
y bloquear el acceso a internet” se lee en el tuit de Rubio.

CUBA-ES

Empresas chinas pudieron ayudar al bloqueo de internet en Cuba tras
protestas de julio
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Si bien se desconoce el papel que jugo el gobierno chino en el bloqueo, las
declaraciones del Senador cuentan con cierto sustento, como destacé la
publicacién The Diplomat.

Por un lado, el Instituto por el Reportaje de la Paz y la Guerra encontro que la
Empresa de Telecomunicaciones de Cuba S.A. (ETECSA) usa unicamente los
servicios de tres proveedores chinos: Huawei, TP-Link y ZTE.

Asi mismo, el Observatorio Abierto de Interferencia de Redes encontro que varias
paginas del gobierno cubano recibieron ayuda de Huawei en su desarrollo, un
hecho tan evidente que no tuvieron que efectuar pruebas especiales en sus redes.

“Curiosamente, el portal de inicio de sesion de ETECSA —a través del cual los
cubanos acceden a Internet— parece haber sido escrito por desarrolladores
chinos, ya que su codigo fuente contiene comentarios escritos en chino” lee el
reporte del observatorio. “Esto indica que ETECSA probablemente contrato a
desarrolladores chinos para implementar el portal”.

Similarmente, el observatorio encontro¢ indicios de que el gobierno cubano usaba
herramientas de la empresa Huawei para restringir el acceso a ciertas paginas
bloqueadas en la isla. Este descubrimiento fue secundado por la fundacién sueca
Qurium, la cual encontrd que el régimen uso la herramienta eSight de Huawei
para restringir el acceso a internet en 2020.

Se desconoce a fondo como fueron usadas estas herramientas para bloquear redes
sociales el pasado 11 de Julio, pero el vinculo entre empresas chinas y el régimen
cubano ha sido un gran motivo de especulacion. Recientemente, Newsweek trato
de contactar al gobierno cubano sobre el tema, pero no recibi6 respuesta.

El Tribunal Supremo de Cuba informo este jueves que 62 personas han sido
juzgadas en la isla por delitos cometidos durante las historicas protestas del 11y
12 de julio pasados.

“Las personas que se han puesto a disposicion de los tribunales son aquellas cuyas
conductas han sido constitutivas de delito”, dijo Joselin Sanchez, magistrado del
Tribunal Supremo Popular, al diario oficial Granma.

Sefiald que el principal delito presente en 53 de los casos es “desorden publico”, y
que se presentan también otros menos frecuentes como resistencia, desacato,
instigacion a delinquir y dafio.

Hace una semana las autoridades judiciales ya habian informado de 59
enjuiciados, sélo tres menos de los que dieron cuenta este jueves.
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Miles de personas se manifestaron en mas de 40 ciudades de Cuba por falta de
libertad y por las precarias condiciones economicas, dejando un saldo de un
muerto, decenas de heridos y cientos de detenidos.

Gracias por suscribirse.
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Casi cuatro semanas después de la protesta social, las autoridades no han
informado la cifra de detenidos relacionadas con las manifestaciones.

Sanchez Hidalgo precisé que para esos delitos se prevén multas de hasta de 300
pesos (unos 12 ddlares) o penas de carcel de uno a cuatro afios, dictadas por
tribunales municipales en juicios sumarios.

Organizaciones sociales han denunciado que mas de 700 personas han sido
detenidas y familiares de sancionados se quejan en redes sociales de falta de
garantias procesales por la ausencia de abogados defensores en algunos casos.

En una carta abierta publicada este jueves en su pagina de internet y dirigida al
presidente Miguel Diaz-Canel y a la Fiscal General de la Republica, Yamila Pefia,
Amnistia Internacional (AI) solicita “informacion relativa al naumero de personas
que fueron detenidas el 11 de julio en el contexto de las protestas en todo el pais”.

En la misiva, firmada por la directora de Al para las Américas, Erika Guevara, la
organizacion también les pide “informacion sobre el numero de personas que,
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hasta la fecha, han sido puestas en libertad, y cuantas permanecen bajo custodia
del Estado y en proceso de investigacion”.

De su lado, el magistrado Sanchez subrayo este jueves que “el tribunal dio todas
las facilidades para que a los acusados que tuvieron la intencion de nombrar
abogado, se les garantizara ese derecho”.

De los juzgados hasta el momento, 22 comparecieron asistidos por abogados; uno
resulté absuelto, y 45 han establecido el recurso de apelacion, 40 de ellos con
abogado designado, dijo Sanchez.

También informo que a 21 sancionados que se encontraban en libertad
condicional y participaron en las protestas e incumplieron con obligaciones
impuestas por la ley, les fue revocada la medida y volvieron a prision.

“Podemos asegurar que en los procesos judiciales tramitados hasta ahora se ha
mantenido una observancia estricta” de las garantias previstas, dijo el magistrado.

HAVANA — “Tired of having no electricity?” read a post in a Facebook group for residents of the
small Cuban town of San Antonio de los Banos on July 10. “Fed up of having to listen to the
impudence of a government that doesn’t care about you?”
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“It’s time to go out and to make demands. Don’t criticize at home: let’s make them listen to us”.

The next day, thousands took to the street in San Antonio, a town of some 50,000 people, about
20 miles southwest of Havana, kicking off a rare wave of protests throughout the Communist-run
country.

Unrest has been growing across Latin America and the Caribbean as unease spreads over Covid-
19 lockdowns and rising poverty. But in Cuba authorities have traditionally tightly controlled
public spaces, saying unity is key to resisting coup attempts by old Cold War foe the United
States.

The protests, Cuba’s most widespread since Fidel Castro’s 1959 revolution, appeared largely
spontaneous as Cubans vented frustrations over long lines for food, power outages, medicine
shortages as well as curbs on civil freedoms.

Yet an investigation by non-state Cuban outlet El Estornudo — cited by state television and
confirmed by Reuters — recently showed that the first protest was convened online by a San
Antonio community forum for local people and those who had emigrated.

The Facebook group “City of Humor” — the nickname for San Antonio which hosts a biannual
humor festival — was first created in 2017 as a social space, according to one of its three
administrators, Miami-based Alexander Perez.

Over time, people also started expressing their gripes, said Perez, 44, a pastor of the Seventh-day
Adventist Church. That prompted him and the other administrators Danilo Roque and Lazaro
Gonzalez to try to “educate them” about their civil rights and claiming them through peaceful
protest.

Neither Roque nor Gonzalez, whom Perez described as two younger men who lived in San
Antonio operating under the pseudonyms to avoid reprisals, responded to request for comment.

The backstory shows how the recent expansion of web access in Cuba has been a gamechanger
in fostering forums on social media to share criticism and to mobilize.

It also shows how strengthening relations with the Cuban diaspora — thanks to the internet and
greater freedom of movement — is influencing politics on the island at a grassroots level.

Virtual communities like “The City of Humor” exist nationwide and emigres are exhorting local
people on them to keep on protesting and expressing solidarity, with some even urging violence.
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All this poses a challenge to the government which has allowed relatively unfettered access to
the internet, unlike China, which blocks many Western social media apps.

Cuba has blamed the protests on online meddling by counter-revolutionaries backed by the
United States, which has for decades openly sought to force reform on it through sanctions and
financing for democracy programs.

The administrators of the “City of Humor” did not receive any U.S. funding nor had they
coordinated protests with other towns, Perez said.

Cuba, where the state has a monopoly on telecommunications, has suffered intermittent
disruptions in access to internet and social media since July 11, in an apparent bid to prevent
further unrest.

Protests petered out within a couple of days amid those outages, a large deployment of security
forces and a wave of detentions.

Teaching civil rights

Posts in “The City of Humor” — which jumped from around 4,000 to nearly 10,000 members
after the July 11 protest — show users reminiscing, selling items, promoting businesses and
complaining about local issues like water supply.
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Perez said the administrators decided three years ago to also attempt to rally the community to
demonstrate over shared gripes, with little success.
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Last month they felt the time was ripe to try again.

The pandemic and tighter U.S. sanctions had exacerbated Cuba’s economic woes, plunging it
into its deepest crisis since the fall of the Soviet Union. And the Covid-19 surge was pushing its
already creaking healthcare infrastructure to the brink.

“We decided this was the moment,” said Perez.

The announcement of the protest at the church park at 11 a.m. spread by word-of-mouth and
messenging applications, according to three San Antonio residents who requested anonymity.

But Perez said he had such low expectations that anyone would show up that he went to the
beach that day. So he was stunned to get a call to say the small early turnout had snowballed.

“We certainly never imagined that San Antonio would be the spark that lit the flame causing
Cuba to take to the streets three hours later,” he said.

Videos on social media showed San Antonio protesters shouting anti-government slogans like
“freedom” and “we are not afraid”.

“My town came out in force because it just can’t take any more,” said one resident, requesting
anonymity.

Within hours, President Miguel Diaz-Canel himself showed up, in a bid — he said later in a
televised address to the nation — to show “the streets belong to revolutionaries”.

Some videos on social media showed him being heckled but the unrest there and elsewhere soon
dwindled amid a crackdown.

Perez said a heavy security presence in San Antonio meant Cubans would have to bide their time
until another protest.

But it was noteworthy, he said, that the government already enacted reforms like lifting customs
restrictions for travelers bringing in medicine and food in response to the protests.

“If we manage to achieve this in a few hours of protest” he wondered, “what happens if we
spend three days in the streets?”

Communist officials say the instigators of recent protests are criminals from the island’s underworld

Recent antigovernment protests in Cuba were the biggest in more than six decades. But

they were historic, too, because many of the protesters were Black Cubans, a group that is
increasingly breaking with the country’s Communist government.

The protests, which were repressed by police and organized government supporters,

included Cubans of all ages, races and classes. But Afro-Cubans were at the forefront of
many of the nationwide demonstrations, according to protesters and Cuba experts. The
most intense protests and violence, including the lone death acknowledged by the
government, happened in impoverished and largely Black neighborhoods, Cuba’s
government and dissidents say. And many, if not a majority, of those arrested in a
subsequent crackdown are Black, their relatives and activists say.

“This is a fundamental break between Afro descendants and the government,” says
Manuel Cuesta Morua, a Black Cuban civil-rights activist. “The government saw
delinquents where there are only angry people fed up with the lack of social mobility, lack
of freedom and structural racism.”

The growing defiance of Afro-Cubans, who make up more than a third of the island’s 11

million people, is a turnaround for a group often seen as natural allies of a government
that 62 years ago overthrew a dictatorship and prohibited racial discrimination. But in
the past three decades, many Black Cubans, like many other Cubans, have become
disillusioned with government policies that have widened racial and income disparities.
The pandemic and a steep economic contraction have added to the pain.
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While the government has long painted a picture of racial equality in Cuba, experts say
Blacks in Cuba still have a harder time getting ahead than whites. Blacks are the poorest
Cubans, have fewer people sending them dollar remittances from abroad and struggle to
get jobs in either top government posts or the key tourism industry, according to surveys,
Cuba analysts and interviews with Cuban Black activists.

The exact number and racial profile of people arrested and injured during the protestsis
difficult to determine because the government won’t disclose that information. Cuban
civil-rights groups estimate that nearly 800 people have been detained since a wave of
protests on July 11.

About 100 people face more serious criminal charges such as destroying government
property or attacking police officers. A majority of those facing criminal charges are
Cubans of African descent, according to a person familiar with the trials.

The government has long painted a picture of racial equality in Cuba.

In recent weeks, scores of young Afro Cuban protesters have undergone summary trials
behind closed doors, nearly all for minor offenses like inciting public disorder. Judges are
handing out prison sentences of nine to 12 months in prison or house arrest, according to

relatives of those arrested and activists.

Senior Cuban officials deny that the government’s response to the protests has been
racially tinged. “Everyone knows that if there’s a government that has done a lot for racial
equality and eliminating the vestiges of racism, it’s Cuba,” said a government spokesman.
Foreign Minister Bruno Rodriguez said the protests aren’t the result of social turmoil but
due to U.S. interference and the work of “criminals from down-and-out barrios.” These
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are code words frequently used by the government to refer to Black Cubans from poor
neighborhoods, Black activists say.

A senior Cuban official in charge of criminal investigations at the Interior Ministry, Col.
Moraima Bravet, said many of the protesters came from “lowlife families” and she singled
out a protest in a largely Black neighborhood known as La Giiinera.

“Instigators can be, as we saw in the case of La Giiinera, people on motorcycles chanting
‘Patriay Vida.’ That is stirring up disorder,” she said on television, referring to the title
“Fatherland and Life,” a confrontational rap song composed by Black Cuban artists that
became the anthem of the protests.

Some residents of La Giiinera tell a different story. “They demonstrated peacefully,
demanding freedom,” said Caridad Besu, a longtime La Giiinera resident. Odet, her
daughter, a hairstylist, and her son-in-law were detained in mid-July and face public-
disorder charges after Odet posted a video of peaceful protests on Facebook.

Across Cuba, there are stories of young Black people who protested and were thrown into
jail, according to Anamely Ramos, a member of the San Isidro Movement, a group of
mostly Black Cuban artists and dissidents at the forefront of recent demonstrations. She
has compiled a list using posts on Facebook and through interviews with relatives of the
detained.

They include people like Virgilio Mantilla, arrested following the July 11 protests for
shouting “down with the dictatorship” from his house. He has since started a hunger
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strike after receiving a nine-month prison sentence for contempt last month, Ms. Ramos
said.

A 2019 survey of 1,049 Cubans carried out by the German Institute of Global and Area
Studies, a Hamburg-based nonprofit, found that 95% of Black Cubans were on the bottom
rung of Cuban society in terms of income.

Because a majority of the Cubans who fled after the 1959 revolution were white, nearly 8
in 10 Cubans who get dollar remittances from relatives abroad are also white, the survey
found. Because that cash allowed many in Cuba to open a small business, white Cubans
own 98% of the restaurants and bed-and-breakfasts that typically cater to the tourism
trade, the survey found.

Access to dollars or euros makes a big difference in Cuba’s two-tier economy. Retail stores
that sell products in the local currency, usually at subsidized prices, have little to sell. But
another set of stores where the shelves are well stocked only accept foreign currency with
prices out of reach for most Black Cubans.

Black Cubans have also been largely cut out of jobs in hotels and restaurants by operators
who have favored lighter-skinned Cubans, says Alejandro de la Fuente, a Harvard
University expert on Cuba who has done field research on Black participation in the
tourist industry.

“Blacks live close to the tourist-dollar economy, but are excluded from it,” he said. “They
are the losers of the dollar economy installed in Cuba in the 1990s.”

Black Cubans are also largely absent from senior government positions, says Javier
Corrales, a Cuba expert at Amherst College. Black Cubans are well represented in the
National Assembly, a largely powerless legislative body that meets to rubber stamp
legislation twice a year, Mr. Corrales says. But it’s the president, his cabinet and close
advisers who wield real power. The vast majority of these are and have always been white,
he says.

A review of the website of the current 34-person Council of Ministers, the government’s
top executive body, shows it has only three, or perhaps, four Black members. Cuba also
has a Black vice president.

Some Black Cubans live on the fringe, slipping in and out of Havana’s underworld of black-
market deals, prostitution, petty crime and police abuse. Maykel Castillo, one of the
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authors of “Patria y Vida,” spent 16 years in prison before music changed his life, said
Eliexer Marquez, his hip-hop partner and childhood friend.

Mr. Castillo was detained by the police in May, and is now in a high-security prison
awaiting trial on charges of resisting arrest and disobedience, which could keep him
locked up for years. Friends say he remains defiant.

At a previous protest in November, Osvaldo Navarro, a Black activist, said Cuban police
officers hurled a commonly used racist expression at him.

“You ungrateful Black, the revolution gave you everything,” the policeman shouted at
him, says Mr. Navarro. He retorted: “The revolution gave me nothing.” Many other Black
Cuban activists said they had suffered similar verbal abuse.

In mid-July, the U.S. group Black Lives Matter praised Cuba’s government, and didn’t
mention repression after the protests. Cuba “has historically demonstrated solidarity
with oppressed peoples of African descent,” the organization said.

That got a stinging response from Black Cuban rapper Roberto Alvarez, who goes by the
name Robe L. Ninho.

“Find out if Black rights are being respected, if there is racism here or not,” Mr. Alvarez
retorted in a video.

Black Lives Matter didn’t respond to a request for comment.

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Cuba: Amnesty International names prisoners of conscience
amidst crackdown on protesters

In the wake of peaceful demonstrations across the nation, Cuban authorities under the leadership
of President Diaz-Canel have scaled-up a decades-long policy of repression that criminalizes
peaceful protest and imprisons and ill-treats Cubans from all walks of life simply for expressing
their views, said Amnesty International today, upon naming six prisoners of conscience who were
detained in recent months.

“In response to the protests of 11 July, the Cuban authorities have applied the same machinery of
control that they have used to target alternative thinkers for decades, but now amped up to a scale
we haven’t seen in almost 20 years, and with new tactics including the use of internet
interruptions and online censorship to control and cover up the grave human rights violations they
have committed,” said Erika Guevara-Rosas, Americas director at Amnesty International.

“We’ve named six people prisoners of conscience — in a symbolic gesture to the many hundreds

more who likely deserve the designation — and call for their immediate and unconditional release.
The pattern of human rights violations we’ve documented in recent weeks points to a heightened
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policy of repression designed to claw-back control and re-establish a culture of fear that was
punctured on 11 July.”

Thousands of people took to the streets on 11 July to peacefully protest over the economy,
shortages of medicines, the government’s response to COVID-19, and harsh restrictions on the
rights to freedom of expression and peaceful assembly, in one of the largest demonstrations seen
in decades. The authorities responded by detaining and criminalizing to different degrees nearly
all those found to be protesting.

Amnesty International has called for the immediate and unconditional release of the hundreds of
people who remain detained for protesting that day and has previously documented the
authorities’ web of control over freedom of expression and peaceful assembly, and how this has
historically left many Cubans feeling that they have little choice but to leave the country. The
organization has also tracked how the authorities have become increasingly sophisticated at
censorship as the country has begun to move online.

Amnesty International has closely monitored the situation in Cuba, and between 15 July and 19
August interviewed more than 30 people, including relatives of those imprisoned, people who were
detained and later released, NGOs, activists and other organizations following the situation. On 5
August, the organization wrote publicly to President Diaz-Canel and Cuba’s Prosecutor General to
ask how many people had been detained on 11 July, where they were detained, and what they
were charged with, but as of the time of publication had received no response. Amnesty
International’s Crisis Evidence Lab also verified more than 60 pieces of audio-visual information

in support of the research.

Amnesty International has documented the following crimes under international law and grave
human rights violations:

Prisoners of conscience

The Cuban authorities arbitrarily detained hundreds of people for exercising their rights to freedom
of expression and largely peaceful assembly in the context of the 11 July protests, according to a
list developed by the NGO Cubalex and testimonies that Amnesty International has gathered. Most
appear to be charged either with crimes historically used to silence dissent, such as “public
disorder”, or crimes inconsistent with international standards, such as “contempt,” which targets
anyone who is critical of the government.

The authorities’ default approach has been to criminalize nearly all those who participated in the
protests, including some children. As early as 14 July, representatives of the Prosecutor
General’s Office and the Ministry of the Interior said on state television that they were
investigating individual responsibility for the organization of the protests and the “crimes”
committed during the demonstrations, and a Colonel indicated their approach would be to find
those who organized promoted or financed the protests.
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In response to the protests of 11 July, the Cuban authorities have

In an article published in the pro-government newspaper Cubadebate, and also tweeted by the
Prosecutor General, as of 4 August, 62 people had been tried so far for events related to the 11
July protests, mostly for the crime of “public disorder” and to a lesser extent for “resistance”,
“contempt”, “incitement to commit a crime” and “damages”.

Today Amnesty International is naming six prisoners of conscience — people imprisoned because of
their political, religious or other beliefs who have not used or advocated violence. These
emblematic cases represent only a tiny fraction of the total number of people who likely deserve
the designation, but they serve to highlight some of the patterns of abuse being committed by
Cuban authorities and the policy of repression that pre-dates the 11 July crackdown. Two of the
six were detained on their way to protests that day; the other four were detained weeks earlier but
are being held on similar criminal charges for freely exercising their right to freedom of expression
and assembly.

Amnesty International’s Prisoner of Conscience determination is based on the information
available to Amnesty International regarding the circumstances leading to the person’s detention.
In naming a person as a Prisoner of Conscience, Amnesty International is affirming that this
person must be immediately and unconditionally released but is not endorsing past or present
views or conduct by them.

Luis Manuel Otero Alcantara is an artist and member of the San Isidro Movement, a group that
mobilized initially in opposition to a law which stands to censor artists. He was detained on 11
July around 3pm in Havana, after posting a video saying he would join the protests. It is believed
he is being held at Guanajay prison, but the charges against him are unclear. Amnesty
International has named him a prisoner of conscience on three prior occasions.

José Daniel Ferrer Garcia is an activist and leader of the unofficial political opposition group
“Patriotic Union of Cuba”. He has endured threats and harassment in the past and has been
imprisoned solely for peacefully exercising his human rights, for which Amnesty International has
previously recognized him as a prisoner of conscience. On 11 July, José Daniel tried to attend the
demonstrations in Santiago de Cuba with his son. He left his house and walked past the state
security officials who constantly monitor him, but other law enforcement officials stopped him a
few meters ahead. His son was the last person to see him when they were both detained together.
Since then, there has been no formal record of José Daniel’s whereabouts, and the authorities
have not allowed his family to see or communicate with him. Amnesty International believes that
the concealment of his whereabouts amounts to an enforced disappearance for the purposes of
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Article 2 of the International Convention for the Protection of All Persons from Enforced
Disappearance, to which Cuba is a state party.

Esteban Rodriguez is an independent journalist for ADN Cuba, who was detained on Obispo street
in Old Havana on 30 April along with some 12 other people for for peacefully protesting in
support of Cuban artist Luis Manuel Otero Alcantara, who was on a hunger strike under severe
police surveillance outside his home. After being diagnosed with COVID-19 in June, Esteban is
now being held at Combinado del Este prison accused of “resistance” and “public disorder”.

Thais Mailén Franco Benitez is a human rights activist who also participated in the peaceful
protest on Obispo Street on 30 April and was also charged with “resistance” and “public
disorder.” After holding her under state custody in a hospital for a fall she sustained in prison, the
authorities are now holding her at EI Guatao prison, Havana, where her family fear she is not
receiving adequate medical treatment.

Maykel Castillo Pérez,known by his stage name Maykel Osorbo, is a Cuban musician and human
rights activist. He is one of the authors of “Patria y Vida”, a song critical of the Cuban government
that has been adopted as a protest anthem. On 4 April 2021, Maykel was walking in Havana when
police officers questioned him and attempted to arrest him but desisted in the face of complaints
from other passersby who considered the action unjust. On 18 May, security agents arrived at his
home and arrested him. He is being held at the Pinar del Rio Provincial Prison under charges of

“assault”, “resistance”, “evasion of prisoners and detainees” and “public disorder.”

Hamlet Lavastida is agraphic artist who was returning to Cuba after finishing an artistic residency
in Berlin. After placing him in mandatory quarantine under state custody, on 26 June authorities
took him to the Villa Marista prison/detention centre, where he is charged with “instigation to
commit a crime,” allegedly for proposing an artistic performance in a private messaging
conversation, that in the end, never took place.

Surveillance and house arrest

Physical surveillance is another tactic the Cuban authorities use to tightly control the movement of
activists and independent journalists. This involves security officials being positioned permanently
outside of a person’s house and threatening them with arrest if they leave, which can amount to
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house arrest. It is a trend that Amnesty International documented in December last year, when
following an unusual protest outside the Ministry of Culture on 27 November, almost a dozen
members of the San Isidro Movement were placed under frightening levels of surveillance for two
weeks and faced arrest if they left their houses.

This practice has continued following the 11 July protests. Amnesty International’s Evidence Lab
and Digital Verification Corps sourced, verified and geolocated 54 videos showing the surveillance
of four activists and independent journalists — including Héctor Luis Valdés Cocho, Luz Escobar,
and lliana Hernandez — filmed between 11 July and the 12 of August. The videos show uniformed
and plainclothes police stationed outside the activists’ homes and sometimes engaging with them
when challenged.

Héctor Luis Valdés Cocho told Amnesty International he had surveillance outside his home and
was unable to leave for 16 days following the protests of 11 July. Independent journalist Luz
Escobar said while she had surveillance stationed outside her home for approximately two weeks
following the 11 July, she has generally had much more frequent surveillance since the November
2020 protests. “As a journalist it affects me hugely... the surveillance stops me leaving home”
she explained. She says combined with internet cuts it makes it very hard to do her job as a
journalist.

Like other independent journalists, lliana Hernandez could not leave her house on 11 July to

participate in the protests. Analysis of the videos she filmed outside her home show police
stationed on all road exits to her home between 11 July and 8 August.
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lliana told Amnesty International that since 11 July at least five officials have been stationed
outside her home 24 hours a day. “If | go out, they kidnap me, they leave me inside a police car
somewhere, they make a big show that they will charge me with something... then supposedly
they withdraw the accusation, (and) they bring me home,” she told Amnesty International. While
[liana has previously had various charges opened against her, she says there is no court order
mandating her house arrest, making the detention and surveillance she faces if she leaves her
home arbitrary.

Another tactic used by Cuban authorities to restrict movement has been to formally mandate
house arrest. Following the island-wide protests of 11 July, many of those released from prisons
told Amnesty International that state officials told them not to leave their homes as a condition of
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their discharge, without clear information about any pending trials. House arrest of this nature is a
precautionary measure under the law of Cuba (described as “reclusion domiciliaria”), where the
accused cannot leave their home unless they have court authorization, except to work or study or
deal with a health matter, and sometimes determined by the Prosecutor General’s office or court.
Yet in these cases Amnesty International believes it will constitute an arbitrary detention if the
person has been charged with crimes stemming from the exercise of their human rights and calls
for their immediate release.

Even prior to 11 July, placing people under house arrest pending trial was a common tactic. As of
11 August, Mary Karla Ares Gonzalez — among multiple activists detained for protesting on Obispo
street in April — had been placed under house arrest as a condition of her release from prison for
approximately 75 days and still had no trial date. While she has on occasion been able to visit a
relative, she says she has completely changed her life and has stopped going out for exercise, or
to do food shopping. “I feel just as imprisoned as when | was in prison, even more so” she told
Amnesty International.

Violations of due process and incommunicado detention

Following the mass detentions of 11 July, relatives of those detained, and detainees who have
since been released, have widely reported a range of violations of due process rights, and
incommunicado detention. While Cuba’s Prosecutor General’s office has denied that detainees
have lacked access to legal assistance, or been held incommunicado, the testimonies gathered by
Amnesty International indicate otherwise.

Rolando Remedios,a 25-year-old student and human rights activist was detained for participating
in the demonstrations in Old Havana, and charged with “public disorder,” an offense which, as
defined in the law of Cuba, does not meet international human rights law and standards because
it is extremely vague. Photographs of his violent arrest in front of the historic Capitol building were
published in media outlets around the world. Rolando was held in incommunicado detention until
23 July, after which his father was able to meet with him in the presence of law enforcement
officials for about fifteen minutes and Rolando was able to communicate sporadically with his
lawyer and family. He was released on 6 August. Days later, authorities explained to him that he
must report to sign in on a weekly basis and that the charges had not been dropped

A woman, who asked not to be identified for fear of being detained again, told Amnesty
International that she peacefully protested for the first time on 11 July because as a parent,
receiving no support from the authorities, she was fed up with the system and not being listened
to. She said she spent several days in a cell before being released on condition of paying a fine.

Another man, Pedro* who spent over two weeks in detention, told Amnesty International he was
released on condition of paying a fine, approximately four times the average monthly salary in
Cuba. He said he was detained by state officials dressed as civilians and wasn’t granted access to
a lawyer for more than a week.

Many people like Pedro* cannot understand why they were released when many more hundreds
who protested on 11 July remain imprisoned, with their families receiving little to no information
about the charges they face or the reasons for their detention.
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Miriela Cruz Yanis was detained in the context of the protests on 11 July. She alleges that the
authorities’ hand-cuffed and beat her, denied her access to medicines for a chronic illness she
lives with, and held her for seven days in prison. Her son, Dayron Fanego Cruz, 22, who she says
has hypertension and asthma, remains imprisoned. Since his detention on 13 July, she has been
able to speak to him briefly only twice, but authorities have not allowed her to visit him or
provided written details of the charges against him. She thinks he may be charged with
“contempt”.

Under international human rights law, all detainees should have access to legal assistance from
the very start of a criminal investigation. The UN’s Special Rapporteur on torture has
recommended this should happen no later than 24 hours after an arrest.

Despite this, multiple individuals who were released after being detained in connection with the
July 11 protests, as well as relatives of others still detained, told Amnesty International they
lacked access to legal representation. The authorities say defendants can — if they desire — be
represented by lawyers. In practice, however, many who spoke to Amnesty International had little
confidence in defence lawyers — who must belong to the National Organization of Collective Law
Offices — a body closely controlled by the state.

Information gathered by Amnesty International also indicates that detainees and/or their legal
representatives are not receiving sufficient information about the accusations, an additional barrier
for a proper legal defence. Detainees are not promptly and properly notified of their rights,
including the right to counsel, nor they are informed of the charges against them. In some cases,
even upon release, those detained have not received information about their legal situation,
making them fear that they could be rearrested at any moment, a clear contravention of
international fair trial standards.

Detainees’ rights to communicate with the outside world, to notify someone that they have been
detained, and to receive visits are fundamental safeguards against human rights violations,
including torture or other ill-treatment and enforced disappearance. Despite this, multiple families
told Amnesty International that authorities have failed to confirm where their detained relatives
were being held, especially in the first week following the mass detentions. Amnesty International
reviewed multiple court decisions on habeas corpus petitions that confirm detentions but do not
disclose the place of incarceration, leaving the families of detainees without this crucial
information. As party to the International Convention for the Protection of All Persons from
Enforced Disappearance, Cuba must guarantee that all detainees can communicate with their
family, legal counsel or any other person of their choice, as well as keeping a complete and
reliable record of arrests and detentions.

Amnesty international has also repeatedly received testimony that authorities are denying relatives
visits due to COVID-19 restrictions. While cancelling contact might be acceptable in certain
circumstances as a public health measure, this must be compensated by increasing other ways for
detainees to contact the outside world, for example, by allowing access to phones, internet, emails
or video calls and allowing families to provide food and other supplies, and there is no indication
that the Cuban authorities are facilitating such measures.

Ill-treatment, including against women
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The deployment of special forces known as “boinas negras”, police, and state security officials to
detain people in the context of the 11 July protests has resulted in widespread reports of ill-
treatment, including against women.

In interviews, relatives of those detained, as well as people who had been detained and later
released, told Amnesty International, mostly on the condition of anonymity, that in the aftermath
of the protests, law enforcement officials targeted young people they suspected of having
participated, dragging them from their beds, sometimes without shoes or clothes, and carting
them off to prisons in police vehicles. Many complained that prison conditions were cramped,
damp, unhygienic, that no social distancing or other COVID-19 prevention measures were taken,
and that rarely were they allowed outside.

Iris Marifio, an actress and independent journalist from Camaguey, told Amnesty International she
joined the protests peacefully to ask for democracy and plurality and was detained alone on 11
July by a male state security official, along with two other male police officers.

In the 10 days she was held, she was moved to multiple different cells. According to her
testimony, her husband spent around 30 hours looking for her in police stations, after she could
not reach him in the one call she was permitted to make. It was 96 hours before any authority
informed her that she was charged with “public disorder” and told her she could have access to a
lawyer. She says at one point she spent 50 hours alone in a filthy cell, where she said, “I couldn’t
even see the palms of my hands” — a practice which could amount to solitary confinement and ill-
treatment.

Iris said she repeatedly informed officials of the bruising on her arms and knees that she had
sustained at the hands of the state security official who detained her. But it was not until the
tenth day of her detention that a prosecutor took note of her complaint of ill-treatment. Upon
leaving prison, authorities verbally told her she was under house arrest until further notice, with
some limited criteria for leaving her home, where, as of 15 August she remained.

Denial and internet interruptions

The Cuban authorities have developed a sophisticated narrative denying any human rights
violations in the wake of the crackdown and placing the blame for the economic situation
exclusively on the US economic embargo. While the US government should urgently lift the
embargo, as Amnesty International has stated for years, responsibility for the policy of repression
lies squarely with the most senior commanders in the Cuban administration.

Using their monopoly over state media, authorities have broadcast select footage of incidents of
violence in the protests to mischaracterize them as violent overall. In a letter to the UN Secretary
General, Cuban Ambassador Pedroso Cuesta denied any allegation of human rights violations by
law enforcement bodies and described the protests as “violence and incitement to violence,
vandalism, and other criminal activities...”

In a press conference on state television, the Prosecutor General and President of the Supreme
Court sought to deny any procedural wrong-doing, or violation of international human rights law.
The President of the Supreme Court insisted that the justice system and judges operate with
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independence and indicated that the media was publishing false information distributed by
“enemies of institutional order and the Cuban Revolution.”

Since 11 July, the authorities have frequently disrupted internet access, in violation of
international human rights law. On 11 July, there were countrywide internet outages and then a
decrease in traffic until 12 July, according to network measurements gathered by Kentic. Since
then, the authorities have also regularly blocked instant messaging apps such as Whatsapp,
Telegram and Signal. According to a representative from the Open Observatory of Network
Interference (OONI), the technology used to carry out the blocking has become increasingly
sophisticated, particularly since 2019, when the organization also noted blocking of media sites
during the Constitutional Referendum.

This censorship by the Cuban authorities, who control the country’s only telecommunication
network, has impacted the ability of independent human rights observers, including Amnesty
International, to document at a critical time. Curtailing communication during the COVID-19
pandemic could also have serious implications for economic, social and cultural rights, including
the right to health.

“Amnesty International calls on the government of Miguel Diaz-Canel to immediately and
unconditionally release all those detained for exercising their human rights. We reiterate our
historical request for access to Cuba to monitor the human rights situation and the upcoming
trials of hundreds of people who remain in detention,” said Erika Guevara-Rosas, Americas
director at Amnesty International.

Recommendations
Based on this initial research, Amnesty International makes the following recommendations:

1. The Cuban authorities must immediately and unconditionally release all those detained for the
exercise of their freedom of expression and peaceful assembly

2. Cuba’s most senior commanders must immediately end the policy of repression which violates
human rights and is designed to maintain a culture of fear and quash all forms of dialogue

3. Cuba must immediately grant the UN Special Rapporteur for Freedom of Opinion and
Expression and the UN Special Rapporteur on the Situation of Human Rights Defenders access
to the country to document the human rights situation in the country
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4. Cuba must immediately grant access to independent human rights organizations, including
Amnesty International, to monitor and observe the upcoming trials of the hundreds of activists
and ordinary Cubans who remain detained

5. Cuban authorities must ensure that the economic, social and cultural rights of the population
are met, address their need for greater access to food and medicine, and provide an effective
response to the COVID-19 pandemic

6. The international community must condemn the actions of the Cuban authorities in the
strongest possible terms in all diplomatic meetings and international spaces

7. The US authorities must lift the decades-old economic embargo against Cuba as it contributes
to violating economic rights

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Cientos de personas fueron detenidas el mes pasado durante las protestas mas
grandes que ha visto Cuba en las ultimas décadas. Para expresar la gravedad de la
situacion, Amnistia Internacional ha nombrado a seis detenidos por el régimen
como “prisioneros de conciencia”.

Las manifestaciones se dieron el pasado 11 de Julio, cuando miles de cubanos
tomaron las calles pidiendo libertad y expresando sus frustraciones con el
régimen en turno. Si bien es dificil generalizar los motivos que guiaron a las
protestas, destaca el desabastecimiento de medicamentos en la isla y la inflacion
de precios en productos basicos.

Pocas horas después de haber iniciado las protestas, el primer secretario del
partido comunista cubano, Miguel Diaz-Canel, autorizg el uso de la fuerza para
detener a los manifestantes y controlar la situacion. Al mismo tiempo, el régimen
dirigié un bloqueo a redes sociales tratando de controlar el flujo de informacion
en la isla.

A mas de un mes de las protestas, las autoridades cubanas mantienen en prision a
cientos de personas mientras promulga a su vez nuevas restricciones cibernéticas
para detener voces opositoras.

En un esfuerzo por destacar las acciones represivas del régimen cubano, la
organizacion sin fines de lucro Amnistia Internacional emitio un comunicado este
jueves sobre el tema.

“En respuesta a las protestas del 11 de julio, las autoridades cubanas han utilizado
la misma maquinaria de control que usan desde hace décadas para actuar contra
quienes piensan de otra manera, aunque esta vez en una escala que no habiamos
visto en casi 20 afios y con nuevas tacticas que incluyen censura e interrupciones
de Internet para controlar y encubrir las graves violaciones de derechos humanos
que han cometido”, comento en el documento Erika Guevara Rosas, directora para
las Américas de Amnistia Internacional.

Amnistia Internacional nombra a personas presas de conciencia en Cuba

Tras las protestas pacificas celebradas en toda la nacién, las autoridades
cubanas han intensificado una politica de represién, aplicada durante ...
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En el comunicado, Amnistia Internacional nombré a seis detenidos como “presos
de conciencia”, titulo que representa a “personas encarceladas por sus creencias
religiosas, politicas o de otra indole sin haber recurrido a la violencia ni
propugnado su uso”. Ademas, la organizacion destaco que “al adoptar a alguien
como persona presa de conciencia, Amnistia Internacional afirma que esa persona
debe ser puesta en libertad de forma inmediata e incondicional, pero esto no
significa que respalde sus opiniones o conductas pasadas o presentes”.

La lista es encabezada por el artista Luis Manuel Otero Alcantara, figura clave del
Movimiento San Isidro. Otero Alcantara fue detenido al protestar el pasado 11 de
julio en La Habana junto a las enormes multitudes opositoras. A la fecha, se le
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mantiene preso en Guanajay, donde recientemente convocoé a una iniciativa para
que ciudadanos cubanos escriban cartas de renuncia para Diaz-Canel.

A Otero Alcantara le sigue el lider opositor José Daniel Ferrer, quien también fue
detenido en las protestas del 11 de julio en las que particip6 con su hijo. Ferrer,
quien fue condenado a cuatro afios de prision, es conocido por dirigir el grupo
opositor Union Patriotica de Cuba.

Los demads presos de conciencia fueron detenidos en protestas previas al 11 de
julio por opiniones adversas al régimen cubano.

Por un lado, se encuentran el periodista independiente Esteban Rodriguez y la
activista Thais Mailén Franco Benitez, quienes fueron detenidos en una
manifestacion el pasado 30 de abril a favor de Otero Alcantara, quien se
encontraba en una huelga de hambre.

También destaca el cantante Maykel Castillo Pérez, mejor conocido bajo el nombre
de Maykel Osorbo. El artista, famoso por su participacion en la cancion “Patria y
vida” que se ha vuelto un himno opositor para Cuba, fue detenido el pasado 18 de
mayo. Actualmente se encuentra preso en el penal Kilo 5 y Medio de Pinar del Rio,
donde se le acusa de atentado, resistencia y desordenes publicos.

Por ultimo, Amnistia Internacional incluyo al artista Hamlet Lavastida en su lista,
quien fue detenido el 26 de junio tras haberse sometido a una cuarentena al
regresar de una residencia en Berlin.

Aunque la organizacion solamente reconocio a estos seis individuos como “presos
de conciencia” también declaré que “solo son una minuscula fraccion del numero
total de personas que probablemente merecen ser adoptadas como tales, pero
sirven para resaltar algunos de los patrones de abusos de las autoridades cubanas
y la politica de represion que ya aplicaban antes de las medidas enérgicas
adoptadas el 11 de julio”.

A manera de conclusion, el comunicado incluye una serie de recomendaciones por
parte de Amnistia Internacional en las que piden la libertad de los presos, el fin de
las politicas represivas del régimen y el acceso a Cuba de un relator especial de las
Naciones Unidas por la libertad de expresion y opinion.
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“Amnistia Internacional pide al gobierno de Miguel Diaz-Canel que ponga en
libertad inmediata e incondicional a todas las personas detenidas exclusivamente
por ejercer sus derechos humanos” agrego la directora para las Américas de la
organizacion. “Reiteramos nuestra historica peticion de acceso a Cuba para
monitorear la situaciéon de los derechos humanos y asistir como observadores a
los proximos juicios de cientos de personas que continuan detenidas”.

En su ultima recomendacion, el grupo cerro con una sugerencia fuerte para el
gobierno estadounidense, argumentando que sus autoridades “deben levantar el
embargo impuesto a Cuba desde hace décadas ya que contribuye a la violacion de
derechos econémicos”.

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El grito en su rostro se convirtio en una de las imagenes iconicas de las protestas
generalizadas del 11 de julio en Cuba, y llego a las portadas de los periddicos de
todo el mundo. La foto, tomada por un fotégrafo de la Agence France-Presse,
muestra el momento de su arresto frente al Capitolio en La Habana: un hombre
vestido de civil 1o agarra por el cuello y la espalda mientras intenta arrastrar al
joven a un automovil abierto.

El joven es Rolando Remedios Sanchez, de 25 afios, y hasta el viernes en la noche,
cuando fue liberado después de la publicacion de la version original de esta
historia, era uno de los cientos de detenidos el 11 de julio. Muchos aun se
encuentran en la carcel, entre ellos algunos de los lideres disidentes mas
destacados de Cuba. Las autoridades cubanas acusaron a Remedios de provocar
un “desorden publico”, la acusacion mas utilizada contra los manifestantes.

“Si fue a manifestarse pacificamente, y €l defiende firmemente su derecho a
hacerlo, por lo que rechaza todos los cargos. Le dijo a su padre que ni siquiera
aceptaria una multa “, dijo su tia Marilys Remedios, que vive en Miami, al Nuevo
Herald.

Rolando se encontraba en la prision de El Guatao en La Habana. Le dijo a su
padre, quien lo vio brevemente solo una vez mientras estuvo detenido, que estaba
durmiendo en el piso porque la cama tiene acaros, dijo su hermano Alberto
Remedios en una llamada telefonica desde Ecuador.

Sesenta y dos personas ya han sido condenadas en juicios sumarios por participar
en las manifestaciones antigubernamentales en toda la isla, dijo el jueves un
miembro del Tribunal Supremo de Cuba al diario oficial Granma. Pero Cubalex,
una organizacion que esta investigando los arrestos, estima que al menos 555
personas siguen detenidas de los 770 casos documentados.

“Cuarenta y cinco estan desaparecidos. Sus familias aun no tienen informacion
sobre su paradero ”, dijo el director ejecutivo de Human Rights Watch, José Miguel
Vivanco.

El gobierno de Cuba culpa al embargo por las protestas. La realidad es mas
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El hermano de José Daniel Ferrer, ex preso politico y lider opositor de la Union
Patriotica de Cuba (UNPACU), dijo que su familia no ha podido verlo desde que la
policia lo detuvo el 11 de julio con su hijo mayor en Santiago de Cuba. El hijo fue
liberado mas tarde, pero el padre no. Y la familia teme que esta vez el gobierno
intente mantener a Ferrer en la carcel por mas tiempo.

“No sabemos donde estd, ni cudl es la situacidon de otros miembros de UNPACU
porque hemos perdido la comunicacion con muchos de ellos”, dijo su hermano
Luis Enrique Ferrer, quien vive en West Palm Beach. “Amenazaron a su esposa y le
dijeron que la arrestarian si seguia yendo a todas las estaciones de policia de
Santiago de Cuba para averiguar su paradero”.

“Todo es incierto y tememos que la dictadura esté tratando de ganar tiempo para
dejarlo en la carcel”, agrego.

José Daniel Ferrer ha estado durante mucho tiempo en la mira del régimen
cubano. Es uno de los 75 disidentes que fueron sentenciados a largas condenas en
2003, durante la llamada Primavera Negra. Las autoridades lo pusieron en libertad
condicional después de cumplir ocho afos y, desde entonces, lo han arrestado
varias veces. En abril de 2020, fue sentenciado a cuatro afios y medio de arresto
domiciliario por cargos que él y otros activistas dijeron que eran fabricados.

Al contrario de lo que los funcionarios cubanos han estado diciendo a los medios
estadounidenses, un documento de la fiscalia obtenido por la familia y compartido
con el Herald, muestra que Ferrer y su hijo fueron arrestados por cargos de
“desorden publico” sin haber cometido actos de violencia.

Segun el documento, su presunto delito fue unirse e incitar a otros a participar en
las “manifestaciones contra el proceso revolucionario y sus principales lideres”. La
fiscal escribi6o que al momento de ser detenidos en Santiago de Cuba, no
obedecieron las ordenes policiales de “mantener el order” y gritaron “palabras
obscenas y consignas como ‘Abajo Diaz-Canel’ y ‘Abajo el hambre’”.
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El artista Luis Manuel Otero Alcantara, lider del Movimiento San Isidro cuya
huelga de hambre inspir6 una manifestacion en noviembre pasado, permanece en
una prision de maxima seguridad en Guanajay, al oeste de La Habana. También
fue arrestado cuando intentaba unirse a las protestas antigubernamentales el 11
de julio. Segun una nota en la cuenta de Facebook del movimiento, fue acusado de
“asalto, desacato y resistencia a las autoridades”.

Su abogado defensor lo vio el jueves por primera vez, dijo al Herald la novia de
Otero Alcantara, la curadora de arte Claudia Genlui.

“Lo que sabemos es que esta bien de salud, pero mas alla de eso, el abogado no
pudo averiguar mas”, dijo.

Si bien los casos de alto perfil reciben la atencion de la comunidad internacional, a
los activistas les preocupa que muchos otros cubanos que han sido arrestados por
participar en las protestas podrian encontrarse en una situacion mas vulnerable.
Los miembros de su familia en el extranjero estan tratando de que se publiquen
sus nombres en un esfuerzo por presionar a las autoridades para que los liberen.

Ese es el caso de Manuel Diaz Rodriguez, de 58 afios, cuya familia cred una cuenta
de Twitter para correr la voz sobre su arresto. Fue detenido en Bauta, al suroeste
de La Habana, el 11 de julio y trasladado a una prision en la cercana localidad de
Caimito. Las autoridades lo trasladaron recientemente a la misma prision de
maxima seguridad en Guanajay.

Aficionado al futbol, se le puede ver en varios videos de las manifestaciones en
Bauta vistiendo una camiseta de la selecciéon brasilefia. En un video, se le ve
huyendo de la multitud y luego se detiene para respirar mientras se lleva una
mano al estomago.

“Lo golpearon brutalmente”, dijo su prima Gretel Delgado, quien vive en Miami
Springs.

La fiscalia lo acusa de “desorden publico, un término muy amplio que los fiscales
estan usando y abusando para evitar llamarlos presos politicos”, dijo Delgado.
“Esta incomunicado; su abogado no puede verlo hasta el proximo jueves ya que
esta en ‘cuarentena’, o eso dicen ”.
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Su negocio de repartir cakes le ayuda a pagar el cuidado de su madre de 92 afios
con Alzheimer. Ahora ella esta bajo el cuidado de vecinos, dijo Delgado.

Global Liberty Alliance, una organizacion sin fines de lucro con sede en Virginia
que brinda asistencia legal a algunas de las personas detenidas, dijo que tres
miembros de la Asociacion de Yorubas Libres de Cuba, Loreto Hernandez Garcia,
Donaida Pérez Paseiro y Elizabeth Cintra Garcia, también enfrentaban cargos.
relacionados con su participacion en las protestas en la provincia de Villa Clara.

Segun el comunicado, Herndndez Garcia fue trasladado de urgencia al médico en
la prision de Caibarién el 2 de agosto “después de quejarse de dolores en el pecho
y presion arterial alta. E1 médico de la instalacion de Caibarién le dijo que estaba
experimentando un pre-infarto y se encontraba en un estado critico de salud”.

Pero las autoridades cubanas no lo liberaron. En cambio, lo trasladaron el
miércoles a otra prision en Santa Clara, segun el comunicado.

El jueves, Amnistia Internacional envio una carta dirigida al lider cubano Miguel
Diaz-Canel preguntando por el numero oficial de detenidos y mas informaciéon
sobre su situacion.

A los familiares, muchos de ellos tratando de ayudar desde otro pais, la
incertidumbre acerca de sus seres queridos les esta causando mucha angustia.

“No tengo vida desde el momento en que vi la foto y supe que era mi sobrino”, dijo
Marilys Remedios, tia de Rolando. “Estoy sufriendo; pido que se conozca su casoy
que sea puesto en libertad ”, dijo entre lagrimas en una entrevista anterior.

El viernes en la noche, después de hablar brevemente con su sobrino, Remedios
dijo que se sentia mads tranquila:

“Pude oir su voz”.

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Cubans Want Freedom, Not Exile

Recent protests show the people’s resolve to end the communist dictatorship.

In 2010 Cuba’s Castro regime began releasing journalists and human rights activists, most
of whom it had imprisoned seven years earlier during the Black Spring crackdown on
political dissent. Upon release, most of the prisoners were exiled to Spain. But I refused to
accept exile as the price of freedom. My refusal cost me another year in prison, but has
since allowed me to witness courage and hope take root in a nation long mired in fear and
despair.

In Cuba, there is no freedom of speech or assembly. Those who dare to speak out against
the government’s abuses risk detention and worse.

That is why it was so inspiring to see the antigovernment protests that erupted
spontaneously this summer throughout Cuba. Tens of thousands of my countrymen in
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more than 60 cities and towns participated. Most weren’t human rights advocates or
democracy activists. They were ordinary Cubans: men and women; white, black and
mestizo; young and old; rural and urban.

Everyone seems to know someone who protested—a family member, neighbor, friend or
coworker. This has helped expose the government’s ridiculous lie that the protesters were
U.S.-financed mercenaries.

The Cuban government responded as insecure, authoritarian police states do—with
violence. Miguel Diaz-Canel, the head of Cuba’s government, issued commands for
citizens to “battle” the protesters and urged communist loyalists to violently “defend” the
revolution. “We call on all revolutionaries across the country, all communists, to take to
the streets,” he said in a nationally televised address. “The order for combat has been
given.”

Cuban security forces and civilian communists beat many protesters with clubs and
sticks. By one estimate, more than 700 people are still being detained by the government,
and perhaps dozens who were apprehended remain unaccounted for.

I asked friends across Cuba about their experiences with the protests. Several described
seeing heavily armed, black-clad troops from the ministry of the interior raid their
neighborhoods as if fighting a military insurgency.

A friend from San Antonio de Los Bafios, the city south of Havana where the protests
began, described walking into the streets to protest alone, then meeting a friend who
joined him in shouting “Freedom!” and other antigovernment slogans. As they
approached a park at the city center, they were encouraged to find “a rebellious crowd
shouting against the regime.”

A friend from Bauta, a small town west of Havana, said at first he was hesitant to join
because one of his three children had Covid-19 and he didn’t want to infect anyone. But
thoughts of his children’s future made him reconsider. “I felt pleased with myself [for
participating],” he said, adding ruefully, “Now I can die.”

What exactly are Cubans protesting? Many media outlets have focused on the
government’s poor response to the Covid-19 pandemic, the dismal state of the Cuban
economy and the lack of medicine and basic food. But this is misleading. The protests are
fundamentally about repression. The protesters are demanding accountability and
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transparency from an autocratic, secretive government. They are demanding freedom of
the press and religion from a regime built on propaganda and intolerant atheism. Put
simply, the protests are a manifestation of the Cuban people’s resolve to end the 62-year-
old communist dictatorship. According to one study, 74% of the protests were primarily
related to political and civil rights, while the remaining 26% had to do with the economy.

The Castro regime modeled the Cuban government on the Soviet Union, and it was
subsidized by the latter until its demise. Just like the U.S.S.R., Havana tries to control
every aspect of its subjects’ lives. It’s an Orwellian state where citizens have been
conditioned to distrust one another. Despair hangs heavy in the air. Even a whisper
against the government can provoke harassment, beatings, detention and job loss, as it
did for me, a physician, and my wife, Elsa, a nurse, after we began speaking out decades
ago against the regime’s abuses.

In a country where the walls have ears, it’s easy to lose one’s voice. But that is changing.
The regime is weak, and the people sense it. Two chants heard often during the protests
were “We are not afraid!” and “We are no longer afraid!” For decades, the best that many
Cubans could hope for was to escape. But now, more and more of us are taking
responsibility for reshaping our homeland.

The protests have subsided for now, but the resolve to bring about a better life has been
kindled in the hearts of the Cuban people. We won’t turn back. We are on the right path
and the winds are in our favor.

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Las protestas del 11 de julio han dejado una estela de represion en Cuba, con
arrestos, juicios sumarios y condenas a quienes participaron en el alzamiento
popular mas grande que ha tenido Cuba en 62 afios contra un régimen que no
respeta los derechos de los ciudadanos.

El corte del acceso a internet, la intimidacion a la poblacién y los actos de
“reafirmacion revolucionaria” a los que se obliga a asistir a los trabajadores bajo
amenazas de represalias es parte de la estrategia del gobierno cubano para
aparentar que en la isla todo marcha normal después de las protestas.

A puertas cerradas y sin dar derecho a los acusados a un abogado, se estan
celebrando juicios sumarios en los que se condenan a varias personas a la vez y,
en muchos casos, no se deja asistir a la familia de los procesados.

El fotografo del video de Patria y Vida, Anyelo Troya, fue sometido a un proceso
sumario el 21 de julio junto a mas de 10 personas y fue condenado a un afio de
carcel, dijo a Reuters Raisa Gonzalez, madre del fotdgrafo.

“Mi hijo levanto6 la mano y pidié permiso muy correctamente y dijo que tenia
derecho a un abogado y a ser defendido, y enseguida vinieron para arriba de ély
le pusieron las esposas”, conto llorando Gonzalez.

Troya documento las protestas y estaba acusado de “desorden publico”.

Antonio Rodiles, director del proyecto alternativo Estado de Sats, describio el lunes
estos juicios como “farsas judiciales para condenar a cubanos inocentes” tras las
manifestaciones.

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En dias recientes las madres se han reunido frente a centros de detencion en Cuba,
como el de 100 y Aldabd, para tener noticias de sus familiares detenidos.

“Son jovenes, no son delincuentes ni bandidos que fueron a tirar piedras ni a
romper tiendas, fueron a luchar por las cosas que les falta, que estan ahogados”,
dijo Berta Baruch, una de las madres que se congregaron frente a la prision de 100
y Aldabo, en Altahabana.

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En el interior de la isla los opositores estdn mas expuestos a una vigilancia
constante que les impide salir de sus casas hasta para comprar alimentos o
trabajar.

Una pareja de activistas en el pequefio pueblo de Baragud, en Ciego de Avila, Leoni
Carbonell y su esposa Maylen, no tiene manera de buscarse el sustento y ahora
son mas vigilados, dijo el actor Gilberto Reyes, que tiene contactos con la familia
desde antes de la crisis de tension que vive Cuba.

“A ellos siempre les impiden salir cuando pasa algo en Cuba y ahora estan mas
vigilados”, dijo Reyes, indicando que en una ocasion un hijo de la pareja estuvo
enfermo y el gobierno le negd antibidticos argumentando que “estos eran para los
revolucionarios”.

Como muchos en Estados Unidos, Reyes se opone al aumento de las remesas a la
isla, después que el presidente Biden anunciara el lunes un grupo de estudio sobre
como ayudar de manera directa al pueblo cubano con las remesas.

“Un gran porcentaje de los cubanos no tiene familia en Estados Unidos ni en
ningun lugar, asi que de qué sirve la apertura de remesas si solo el que tiene
familia es el que va a recibir alimentos y es una minoria”, dijo Reyes.

Para muchos miamenses hacer aperturas desde Estados Unidos mientras el
gobierno siga reprimiendo al cubano en la isla no es una solucién para la escasez
alimentaria que enfrenta la mayoria de la poblacion, que pasa gran parte del dia
en largas filas para comprar alimentos.

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Mas de 100 congresistas de Estados Unidos piden hoy miércoles crear un tribunal
penal internacional para juzgar a los integrantes del régimen castrista
involucrados en crimenes de lesa humanidad y que los paises democraticos
pongan fin de inmediato a todo apoyo financiero al gobierno de Cuba.

Dijeron que ya hay organizaciones como JusticeCuba, Cuba Archives y el Colegio
de Abogados Cubano Americanos que estan recopilando los nombres y delitos de
quienes han cometido abusos.

Otra de las propuestas es coordinar asistencia para los ex presos politicos y sus
familias, los lideres de la sociedad civil y los movimientos a favor de la democracia
y ayudar a superar el bloqueo de las telecomunicaciones a través del acceso
ilimitado a Internet, servicio celular, teléfonos celulares y satelitales y otras
tecnologias.

El senador Bob Menéndez, demdcrata de Nueva Jersey y presidente del Comité de
Relaciones Exteriores del Senado, emitio el miércoles una declaracion de condena
a la violencia y represion del régimen cubano contra los manifestantes, en
conjunto con homologos del Reino Unido, la Republica Checa, Estonia, Letonia y
Lituania.

“Nosotros, los presidentes de los Comités de Relaciones Exteriores de nuestros
respectivos parlamentos nacionales, expresamos nuestro firme y absoluto apoyo
al pueblo de Cuba manifestando sus deseos de vivir en un pais mas libre, mas
justo y mas igualitario. Escuchamos sus demandas y las respaldamos. Nos
mantenemos unidos en nuestro apoyo a las aspiraciones del pueblo cubano de
forjar un nuevo futuro democratico con un énfasis en la dignidad humana y la
justicia social.

El martes, muchos cubanos y figuras politicas en Estados Unidos expresaron su
rechazo al anuncio del presidente Biden de revisar la politica del envio de
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remesas.

La activista Rosa Maria Paya, hija del desaparecido lider de la oposicion en Cuba
Oswaldo Paya Sardifas, se present6 en una audiencia ante el Congreso de Estados
Unidos para condenar la represion del gobierno y dejar en claro que los
manifestantes pedian “libertad”.

“Ninguno menciono el embargo, sino Patria y Vida”, dijo Paya refiriéndose al tema
de un grupo de artistas cubanos que se ha convertido en lema de las protestas.

CONGRESISTAS PIDEN A LA OEAY UE APOYAR A LOS CUBANOS

Las desapariciones y detenciones de cubanos que podrian ser mas de 5,000 tras la
ola de represion del régimen castrista, lanzada luego de las historicas protestas del
11 de julio, deben ser investigadas por la Comision Interamericana de Derechos
Humanos (CIDH), dijeron legisladores de Estados Unidos.

Los congresistas informaron que el Comité de las Naciones Unidas contra
Desapariciones Forzadas (CED) pidio al régimen tomar medidas urgentes para
investigar 187 casos de presuntas desapariciones forzadas de los manifestantes en
mas de 15 ciudades e identificar a los responsables de las mismas.

“Deseamos hacernos eco y sumarnos a estas preocupaciones. De acuerdo a
informacion en las redes sociales y fuentes de medios independientes, el
verdadero numero de las desapariciones y detenciones de manifestantes es
probablemente mas de 5,000, que es mucho mas que los 187 casos mencionados
por el CED”, detallaron casi 20 congresistas en una carta a la secretaria ejecutiva
de la CIDH, Tania Reneaum Panszi.

MARCHAS Y FLOTILLAS

Una flotilla organizada por un grupo de cubanos de Miami finalmente zarpara
desde Cayo Hueso hacia aguas cercanas a Cuba para manifestar su respaldo a sus
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compatriotas en la isla.

Osdany Veloz, uno de los organizadores, confirmo a el Nuevo Herald que la flotilla
estd programada para navegar este viernes 23 de julio hasta 15 millas de La
Habana, pero aun no tenia el numero de embarcaciones que participaran.

“En este momento no tengo cuantas iran”, dijo y aseguroé que la Guardia Costera,
que la semana pasada recomendo a las personas no viajar hacia aguas cubanas sin
permiso, inspeccionara los barcos en la marina de Cayo Hueso.

Al atardecer
cuando zarpen de nuevo hacia Florida lanzaran al cielo bengalas, fuegos
artificiales y linternas chinas, de acuerdo con el plan publicado en Instagram.
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La Calle Ocho sera escenario de una marcha solidaria en apoyo al pueblo cubano
este viernes a partir de las 4:30 p.m. El punto de partida es el estacionamiento de
la muebleria El Dorado, en la Calle Ocho y la avenida 24, indicaron los
organizadores de la marcha, el Club Kiwanis de La Pequefia Habana.

También se convoca a una marcha en el anfiteatro Bandshell de North Beach, en
la avenida Collins y la calle 74, este domingo 25, entre las 5y 7 p.m.

El mismo domingo, se convoca a una marcha “Por el fin de la dictadura en Cuba”
en el Parque del Retiro de Madrid, a las 18 horas o 6 de la tarde, hora de Madrid.

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El artista cubano Hamlet Lavastida, a quien la seguridad del Estado cubano
mantuvo preso desde junio, fue liberado este fin de semana pero obligado a
exiliarse con su pareja, la escritora Katherine Bisquet, otra destacada lider del
movimiento pro democratico de artistas de la isla.

Pero mas de 500 cubanos siguen detenidos en relacion con las manifestaciones
contra el gobierno que sacudieron a la nacion caribefia el 11 de julio. Algunos
enfrentan duras sentencias que podrian encerrarlos en la carcel por muchos afos.

“La policia politica nos impuso el exilio de ambos como unica opcion para la
excarcelacion de Hamlet,” escribio Bisquet en un comunicado publicado el
domingo en Facebook cuando ya se encontraban en Europa, de camino a Polonia,
donde Lavastida tiene un hijo. “En varias ocasiones escuché decir a mas de un
agente que a ellos no les convenia que Hamlet estuviese preso y que, debido a esta
‘racionalidad politica’, decidian excarcelarlo bajo la condicion de la salida del pais
de ambos”.

Bisquet califico el plan de “macabro”.

Lavastida, artista visual cuyo trabajo toca la represion estatal y el autoritarismo,
fue detenido el 26 de junio, luego de regresar de una residencia artistica en Berlin.
No fue acusado oficialmente, pero estuvo detenido en la temida sede de la
seguridad del Estado en Villa Marista, donde agentes en ocasiones lo culparon de
incitar las manifestaciones del 11 de julio, dijo Bisquet al Herald en una entrevista
anterior.

Gracias por suscribirse.
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Amnistia Internacional lo declaré preso de conciencia junto con otros artistas y
disidentes detenidos en relacion con las manifestaciones.

En su declaracion del domingo, la escritora dijo que Lavastida fue llevado
directamente al aeropuerto José Marti el sabado por la tarde desde una casa de
seguridad del estado adonde lo trasladaron el 20 de septiembre. A ella también la
llevaron directo desde su casa, en la que habia estado confinada desde mayo bajo
vigilancia policial.

Bisquet no pudo despedirse de sus padres.

“Desde el comienzo de su insolita detencion, y durante los 90 dias que permanecio
en privacion de su libertad bajo un proceso de investigacion infundado, yo,
Katherine Bisquet, escritora y activista, he sido blanco de acoso, coaccion,
privacion ilegal de libertad (prision domiciliaria por 65 dias), tortura psicologica,
detenciones ilegales y amenazas de procesamiento por parte de la Seguridad del
Estado”, agrego.

El Herald confirmé que Lavastida y Bisquet llegaron a Polonia el domingo, pero no
pudieron ser contactados de inmediato para hacer comentarios. En su publicacion
de Facebook, Bisquet dijo que la pareja no se siente derrotada, sino que tenia
“muchas cosas que construir”.

“Nosotros no seremos piezas de nadie, no seremos las reliquias de un poder que se
vanagloria del control que poseen sobre las vidas de tantos cubanos,” escribio.

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MANIFESTANTES SIGUEN DETENIDOS

Menores de edad, madres, estudiantes, artistas, disidentes, cientos de cubanos
comunes fueron detenidos durante las manifestaciones antigubernamentales del
11 de julio y en los dias posteriores. Dos meses y medio después, al menos 533
siguen en prision, incluidos diez jovenes de dieciocho afios 0 menos, segun una
lista publica compilada por un grupo de activistas encabezados por Cubalex, una
organizacion que brinda asistencia legal a los criticos del gobierno cubano. Hasta
la fecha, han documentado 1,079 detenciones.

Los fiscales del gobierno han reconocido publicamente que 67 personas han sido
condenadas en juicios sumarios. Aun asi, los funcionarios se han negado a
proporcionar mas detalles, incluido el namero total de arrestos realizados en
relacion con las protestas.

La embajada de Cuba en Washington, D.C., no respondié de inmediato a una
solicitud de comentarios.

Cubalex y otros activistas han verificado que al menos 35 personas han sido
condenadas a entre ocho meses y un afio de carcel. Pero algunos enfrentan la
perspectiva de languidecer en una celda de una prisién cubana durante muchos
anos.

Segun un documento de la fiscalia revisado por el Herald, Roberto Pérez Fonseca,
de 38 afos, enfrenta cargos de agresion por supuestamente arrojar una piedra a
un oficial de policia y podria ser sentenciado a 12 afios durante un juicio
programado para el martes. Los fiscales dicen que el oficial no resulté herido, por
lo que los familiares creen que no es por eso que han solicitado tan dura condena.

En cambio, creen que su verdadera ofensa fue ayudar a romper una imagen del
difunto Fidel Castro.

Varios videos publicados en las redes sociales de una protesta antigubernamental
el 11 de julio en San José de las Lajas, localidad cercana a La Habana donde
comenzaron las primeras manifestaciones, muestran a un grupo de personas
tratando de destruir lo que supuestamente era un cartel o una foto del difunto
lider cubano. Cuando tuvieron éxito, la multitud vitoreo y coreo “Libertad”.
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La calidad de los videos publicados no es suficientemente buena para determinar
sila imagen era de hecho de Castro, o distinguir claramente los rostros de los
involucrados, muchos de los cuales usaron mascaras faciales. Sin embargo, fue un
momento que se hizo viral y acaparo titulares, y que también podria costar a
Pérez Fonseca, padre de dos hijos y jugador de pelota vasca, quedarse en prision
por mucho tiempo.
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Los fiscales cubanos solicitaron a la corte que sentencie a Roberto Pérez Fonseca, de 38 afios, a 12 afios de
prision por su participacion en una protesta contra el gobierno el 11 de julio en San José de las Lajas, una
localidad cercana a La Habana.

“Ha sido acusado falsamente; mi hermano no estaba tirando piedras. Los videos
de lo que sucedio ese dia en San José lo muestran manifestandose pacificamente ”,
dijo al Herald su hermano Alberto Ortega Fonseca, quien vive en Vancouver,
Canada.

Ortega dijo que la familia presento testigos que declararon que su hermano no
arrojo piedras a la policia, pero que los testimonios fueron borrados de su
expediente.

“Al final, no importa si tir¢ la piedra o no”, dijo Ortega. “No se le acusa de destruir
la imagen [de Castro] porque no pueden tener juicios politicos por la opinion
publica. Pero su problema es que €l esta en ese video viral y los involucrados seran
condenados de todos modos, me dice la gente de San José”.

Al igual que Lavastida y muchos otros detenidos del 11 de julio, incluido el artista
Luis Manuel Otero Alcantara y el disidente Félix Navarro, Pérez Fonseca contrajo
el COVID-19 en prision, y su familia no fue notificada hasta mucho después.

UN PROCESO ARBITRARIO

En una conferencia de prensa en julio con corresponsales extranjeros, el
presidente de la Corte Suprema de Cuba, Rubén Remigio Ferro, dijo que protestar
no es un delito en Cuba.

“Manifestarse, lejos de constituir delito, constituye un derecho constitucional de
las personas. La libertad de prensa, de opinion, de creencia, incluso de filiacion
politica o ideoldgica, eso no constituye delito”, dijo el funcionario.

Pero el panorama que se desprende de los documentos legales revisados por
Cubalex y la informacién brindada por los familiares de los detenidos muestra un
proceso que parece arbitrario en varios sentidos.

La directora de Cubalex, la abogada cubana Laritza Diversent, dice que muchas
personas han sido arrestadas basandose unicamente en los testimonios de agentes
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de la policia. Pero segun la ley cubana, las autoridades aun deben investigar y
proporcionar pruebas.

“En muchos casos, no tienen una justificacion para mantenerlos en prision”, dijo.
“Otro problema comun es que no estan dando acceso a los abogados defensores a
los expedientes de sus clientes, por lo que no saben cuales son los cargos”.

La Conferencia Cubana de Religiosos catolicos, que abrié una linea de ayuda para
las familias de los detenidos, dijo que han notado que las autoridades han negado
la mayoria de las peticiones de un “cambio de medida”, como la liberacion
inmediata, sin considerar las pruebas presentadas.

En un comunicado, también dijeron que los abogados no han podido ver o
entrevistar a sus clientes en multiples casos y que los detenidos tienen
“comunicacion limitada” con sus familias. En general, dijeron que las
investigaciones avanzan con lentitud, con “escasas pruebas de los presuntos
delitos”.

Si bien la mayoria de los arrestados participaron en manifestaciones
mayoritariamente pacificas, los cargos y las sentencias no han sido uniformes. Los
fiscales del gobierno han utilizado al menos 17 cargos diferentes contra los
manifestantes. En su mayoria, han sido acusados de “desorden publico”,
“difamacion” y “manifestaciones ilicitas”, todos cargos destinados a restringir la
libertad de expresion en la isla. Muchos también enfrentan acusaciones
relacionadas con la resistencia al arresto, como “desacato”, “resistencia”,
“desobediencia” o “agresion”. Pero las autoridades también estan utilizando el
incumplimiento de las medidas relacionadas con el COVID-19 para procesar al
menos a 70 manifestantes bajo cargos de “propagacion de una epidemia”.

La informacion proporcionada por los fiscales del gobierno y la policia a las
familias de los detenidos y recopilada por los activistas también pone en tela de
juicio la version oficial que subraya que las protestas fueron principalmente
violentas.

De los mas de 1,000 arrestos, Cubalex ha verificado que 12 personas estan
acusadas de robo y una de hurto. Sesenta estan acusados de causar “dafios”. Un
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grupo reducido enfrenta cargos mas severos de “crimenes contra la seguridad del
Estado”, que pueden llevarlos a la carcel por 20 afios.

Algunas de las acusaciones descritas en documentos legales revisados por Cubalex
y el Herald sugieren que los fiscales del gobierno, muchos de ellos militares, y los
investigadores policiales que supervisan los casos han estado improvisando para
tratar de precisar los delitos presuntamente cometidos.

Andy Duque Quindelan, de 25 afios, fue detenido en Sagua la Grande, localidad de
la provincia de Villa Clara, alrededor de las 2 de la tarde del 11 de julio. Segun la
fiscalia, fue detenido por su vinculacion con “un grupo con matiz
contrarrevolucionario nombrado Patria y Vida con el propodsito de incitar a
delinquir” y usar las redes sociales para “calumniar y ofender al presidente .
Patria y Vida no es el nombre de un grupo sino de una cancion que se convirtio en
un himno antigubernamental.

El joven fue acusado formalmente de “asociacion para delinquir”, “instigacion a
delinquir”, “desacato” y “propagacion de una epidemia”. Fue puesto en libertad
después de pagar una fianza.

Maikel Puig Bergolla, de 41 afios, padre de dos hijos y trabajador de una empresa
estatal de mantenimiento de carreteras en Guines, un pueblo cercano a La
Habana, no ha tenido tanta suerte. Sigue en prision bajo investigacion por
acusaciones que siguen cambiando, dijo al Herald su esposa, Shayli Nufiez Pérez.
Ella ha agotado los canales oficiales y ha visitado varias agencias
gubernamentales, incluidas las fiscalias de Mayabeque y La Habana, para decir
una sola cosa: que su esposo ni siquiera participo en las manifestaciones.

“Fui a todas las entidades atencion a la ciudadania, no ir para plantear la situacion
de mi esposo es admitir la mentira de ellos,” dijo en una entrevista telefonica.
Nuriez afirma que ella y su esposo vieron a los manifestantes pasar por su casa,
pero no participaron en la protesta, asi que se sorprendieron cuando la policia
vino a arrestarlo al dia siguiente, el 12 de julio. Las autoridades no le dijeron
donde estaba su esposo durante un mes.

En la entrevista y en una peticion de habeas corpus compartida con el Herald,
Nufiez relato como las autoridades siguieron cambiando las acusaciones contra su
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esposo.

Primero fue acusado de saquear una tienda del gobierno, pero los fiscales
militares retiraron los cargos por falta de pruebas. Luego, citando el testimonio de
un oficial de policia, los fiscales afirmaron que su esposo era un lider de la
protesta que fue llevado a una estacion de policia el 11 de julio. Pero Nufiez
también lo impugno porque €l fue detenido en su casa al dia siguiente. Luego lo
vincularon con otro joven acusado de asaltar un patrullero. Nufiez afirma que su
esposo no lo conocia y que esta persona ya fue liberada porque no estaba en
Guines en el momento de las protestas. Finalmente, cinco agentes de la policia
declararon que arrojo piedras a un vehiculo de la policia, pero no han presentado
ninguna prueba, como por ejemplo el video de la patrulla policial.

“No hay video; no hay otros testigos ”, dijo Pérez. Debido a la pandemia, ella
renuncio a su trabajo en el hospital local por temor a infectar a su hijo de nueve
afios, que sufre de hipertension arterial cronica. Ahora, ella se ha quedado sola
para cuidar de €l y de su otra hija.

“Esto es muy dificil; es inhumano ”, dijo. “No vemos la luz al final del tunel”.

El artista cubano encarcelado Luis Manuel Otero Alcantara, cuyas acciones
artisticas y huelgas de hambre han inspirado un movimiento de artistas a favor de
la democracia en la isla, lleva una semana en huelga de hambre, pero familiares y
amigos no saben cudl es su estado de salud.

Otero Alcantara, quien se encuentra actualmente en una prision de maxima
seguridad en Guanajay, al oeste de La Habana, fue detenido cuando intentaba
sumarse a las manifestaciones que sacudieron la isla el 11 de julio. Enfrenta
cargos de agresion, desacato a las autoridades y resistencia a la policia. Su pareja,
la curadora de arte Claudia Genlui, informo sobre su decision de hacer una huelga
de hambre en una publicacion de Facebook la semana pasada. Pero familiares y
amigos no han sabido nada sobre su estado.

“No se sabe nada”, dijo Genlui en una entrevista telefonica desde La Habana el
lunes. “Fui a la oficina del sistema de prisiones para que me dieran respuesta
sobre su estado de salud y no he recibido respuesta”.

Segun Genlui, Otero Alcantara inicio la huelga de hambre el 27 de septiembre.
Ellos hablaron por ultima vez el 21 de septiembre, y €l le advirtié que si no tenia
noticias suyas para el 27, era porque habia iniciado la huelga. Un recluso de
Guanajay confirmo la informacion, dijo Genlui.

“Luis Manuel me dijo que lo estaba haciendo por su libertad y la de los demas
presos politicos”, dijo.

Otero Alcantara se ha convertido en una figura destacada en el panorama artistico
y politico de Cuba como un critico del gobierno cubano y lider del Movimiento San
Isidro, lo que le vali¢ estar incluido entre las personas mas influyentes del 2020
segun la revista Time.

La respuesta violenta del gobierno cubano a una huelga de hambre liderada por él
y otros miembros del movimiento de San Isidro, pidiendo la liberacion del rapero
Denis Solis, provoco una rara manifestacion publica de unos cientos de jovenes
artistas y activistas en noviembre del afio pasado. Posteriormente se organizaron
en el llamado movimiento 27N, que también aboga por la libertad de expresion en
la isla.
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Otero Alcantara realizo otra huelga de hambre en abril de este afio para protestar
por la confiscacion de sus obras de arte por parte de las autoridades cubanas.

Después de que Genlui anuncio que estaba en huelga de hambre, otros dos
activistas comenzaron un ayuno voluntario. La historiadora del arte Carolina
Barrero, miembro del movimiento 27N a quien agentes de la seguridad del Estado
han confinado en su casa durante casi seis meses, anuncio en Facebook que inicio
un ayuno voluntario el sdbado pasado “en protesta por los cientos de presos que el
régimen mantiene en prision por ejercer su derecho al libre pensamiento y a la
libre manifestacion.”

“El gobierno cubano sigue jugando al ajedrez con las vidas de los jovenes, los
destierra, los encarcela, los rompe fisica y emocionalmente. Vamos a ver cuantas
vidas mas estan dispuestos a asumir sobre sus espaldas”, dijo la poeta y activista
Afrika Reina, quien también inicio un ayuno voluntario el jueves pasado.

Activistas cubanos liderados por Cubalex, una organizacion que brinda asesoria
legal a los disidentes en la isla, han verificado al menos 1,096 arrestos en relacion
con las manifestaciones de julio; 549 personas siguen detenidas.

Varios enfrentan la perspectiva de muchos afos en la carcel, como Roberto Pérez
Fonseca, quien fue juzgado la semana pasada y los fiscales pidieron una sentencia
de 12 afos por ser parte de un grupo que destruyo una supuesta imagen de Fidel
Castro. Los fiscales del gobierno también pidieron una sentencia de ocho afos
para Yoan de la Cruz, quien transmitio en vivo la protesta inicial en San Antonio,
dijeron familiares al medio de noticias independiente 14ymedio.

Félix Navarro, de 68 afios, ex preso politico detenido el 11 de julio cuando
intentaba buscar informacién sobre otros disidentes arrestados en Matanzas, hizo
huelga de hambre durante varios dias pero la depuso el 21 de septiembre, informo
Cubadecide en Twitter.

Como muchos otros manifestantes en prision, incluido Navarro, Otero Alcantara
contrajo el coronavirus. “Estaba saliendo del virus cuando hablamos por ultima
vez”, dijo Genlui. La pandemia también estad afectando a los detenidos y a sus
familias de otras formas. “Debido al COVID es muy dificil ir a la carcel de Guanajay
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porque se necesita permiso del gobierno para trasladarse de La Habana a otra
provincia”, agrego.

A pesar de las huelgas de hambre y la condena internacional, el gobierno cubano
parece decidido a juzgar a los manifestantes. La represion desatada se ha
convertido en otro punto de discordia con la administracion Biden, que estaba
llevando a cabo una revision de la politica exterior de Estados Unidos hacia Cuba
cuando los eventos del 11 de julio llevaron a la administracion a detener cualquier
medida que pudiera considerarse como una ayuda al régimen comunista. En
cambio, la administracion sancioné a varias agencias gubernamentales y
funcionarios involucrados en la represion.

“Es una pena que el presidente Biden no pudiera implementar su propia politica
hacia Cuba; es un error terrible”, dijo el ministro de relaciones exteriores de Cuba,
Bruno Rodriguez, en una entrevista reciente con Andrea Mitchell de MSNBC.
Rodriguez insistié en que las manifestaciones del 11 de julio, pacificas en su
mayoria segun indican videos y testimonios, fueron violentas pero no negé que
cientos de personas fueron detenidas.

“Cuba es un estado de derecho y tenemos que respetar nuestras leyes”, dijo.

El martes, la embajada de Estados Unidos en La Habana tuiteo en esparol: “El
régimen de Cuba debe liberar @LMOAlcantara quien esta enfermo y siendo
castigado por sus carceleros por su actual huelga de hambre. Detenido
injustamente junto a cientos de manifestantes pacificos el 11 de julio, pedimos su
liberacion inmediata y preguntamos #PresosPorQué”.

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Informe de Human Rights Watch condena los
abusos contra los manifestantes en Cuba
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Human Rights Watch dice que el gobierno cubano participé en abusos sistematicos contra los

manifestantes del 11 de julio de 2021 en Cuba como parte de un plan para sofocar la disidencia.
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El gobierno cubano cometio abusos de manera sistematica contra personas
arrestadas por protestar en julio como parte de un plan para reprimir la
disidencia, concluyo un informe de Human Rights Watch publicado el martes que
documenta 130 casos de arrestos arbitrarios, malos tratos a detenidos y
violaciones del proceso penal.

Segun el informe, muchos de los detenidos estuvieron incomunicados durante dias
o0 incluso semanas o fueron detenidos violentamente y, en algunos casos,
maltratados durante la detencion.

“Algunas victimas fueron obligadas a hacer sentadillas desnudas, privadas del
suenio, golpeadas brutalmente o encerradas en celdas sin luz natural donde
sefialaron que perdieron nocién del tiempo,” indica el informe. “A otras se las
amenazo con represalias contra ellas o sus familiares por protestar”.

La organizacion también dice que las autoridades cubanas violaron
sistematicamente los derechos de los detenidos a un juicio justo, realizando juicios
sumarios y negando el acceso a abogados, entre otras violaciones.

La organizacion con sede en Nueva York dijo que sus investigadores realizaron
mas de 150 entrevistas, revisaron archivos y verificaron imagenes para
documentar los arrestos de 130 personas de toda la isla. El informe dice que la
informacion publicada sobre cada caso se basa en relatos directos de la persona
detenida, un familiar o su abogado.

“Cuando miles de cubanos salieron a las calles en julio, el gobierno respondio
desplegando una brutal estrategia de represion destinada a infundir miedo entre
la poblacidon y reprimir el disenso”, sefialo Juan Pappier, investigador sénior para
las Américas de Human Rights Watch. “Manifestantes pacificos y otros criticos han
sido sistematicamente detenidos, incomunicados, sometidos a abusos en
condiciones carcelarias nefastas, y juzgados en procesos que son una verdadera
farsa. Los patrones en estos abusos demuestran que claramente no se tratan del
resultado de conductas abusivas de unos pocos oficiales™.

En una conferencia de prensa en Miami el martes, el director para las Américas de
HRW, José Miguel Vivanco, dijo que la represion contra los detenidos no fue casual
sino “una politica de estado sancionada al mas alto nivel, para prevenir, frenar de
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raiz cualquier esfuerzo del pueblo cubano por ejercer su derecho a la protesta
pacifica”.

El activista llamo a la alta comisionada de las Naciones Unidas para los derechos
humanos, Michelle Bachelet y a su secretario general, Antonio Guterres a
condenar la represion en la isla.

“Si nos olvidamos de Cuba, si normalizamos la represion en Cuba y asumimos que
eso es predecible, que ahi no hay libertades, que ese pueblo esta condenado a vivir
en esas condiciones, es muy dificil que las condiciones mejoren,” dijo. “Se requiere
de una presion concertada, universal, una alianza de democracias que el exijan a
ese régimen una transicion a la democracia en Cuba”.

Vivanco también dijo que las “sanciones unilaterales” de Estados Unidos contra el
gobierno cubano son un obstaculo para la mejoria de la situacion de los derechos
humanos porque constituyen un freno diplomatico para que otros paises
condenen el récord “deplorable” de derechos humanos de Cuba. El activista
califico al embargo de “contraproducente” e inst0 a la administracion de Biden a
eliminarlo.

La embajada de Cuba en Washington no contesté a una solicitud de comentario
sobre el reporte.

El informe de HRW presenta una imagen critica de la respuesta del gobierno
cubano a las manifestaciones sin precedentes en toda la isla el 11 de julio. La
organizacion dice que constato que las protestas fueron abrumadoramente
pacificas y que de los 130 casos documentados, solo unos pocos detenidos fueron
acusados de arrojar piedras a la policia, acusaciones que negaron. El informe
también menciona que nadie ha sido responsabilizado por la muerte de Diubis
Laurencio Tejeda, de 36 afios, durante una manifestacion en La Gliinera, un barrio
pobre en las afueras de La Habana, y la tinica victima reportada oficialmente ese
dia.

El Observatorio Cubano de Derechos Humanos, una organizacion no
gubernamental con sede en Madrid, dijo que obtuvo documentos que muestran
que un oficial de policia le disparo en la espalda. El Herald no ha podido
confirmarlo de forma independiente.
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Una organizacion de asistencia legal, Cubalex, ha documentado 1,124 arrestos
relacionados con esos hechos, y 566 personas siguen detenidas. De ellas, 15 tienen
18 afios o0 menos. Los funcionarios cubanos han negado en repetidas ocasiones los
arrestos a menores.

La investigacion encontro que oficiales de la policia estuvieron involucrados en
violencia de género contra una menor, Gabriela Zequeira Herndndez, una
estudiante de 17 afios arrestada en La Habana. Ella le dijo a los verificadores de
HRW que durante la detencion, dos mujeres oficiales le ordenaron desnudarse y
ponerse en cuclillas.

“Una agente le ordend que se inspeccionara su propia vagina con un dedo. Unos
dias después, un agente varon la amenazd con llevarla junto con dos hombres a la
zona que se conoce como ‘pabellén’, donde los detenidos reciben visitas
conyugales. Los oficiales la despertaban repetidamente por la noche para
interrogarla, dijo Zequeira, y le preguntaron por qué habia protestado y quién la
estaba ‘financiando’”, dice el informe.

Zequeira también dio un testimonio similar al medio de comunicacion
independiente Cubanet. La adolescente fue condenada a ocho meses de prision
por “desorden publico”. Solo pudo ver a su abogado unos minutos antes de la
audiencia, dice el informe, y mas tarde se le permitio cumplir su sentencia en
arresto domiciliario. Zequeira y su familia dijeron que no han podido obtener
copias de las sentencias.

HRW también destaca el caso de Michel Parra Gonzalez, un empleado de un
hospital de 20 afios que fue detenido el 11 de julio en Matanzas, al este de La
Habana. Al dia siguiente, los agentes lo llevaron a una sala de interrogatorios
donde ocho agentes de policia lo patearon y lo golpearon con pufios y porras
durante unos 15 minutos, menciona el informe.

“Recibio golpes en la espalda, manos, pies, testiculos y gluteos”, dice el documento.
Parra Gonzalez dijo a los investigadores de HRW que un oficial de policia le dijo:
“A gente como tu deberiamos darles un tiro”. Otro le dijo “Esto es para que sepas
qué ocurre cuando te opones a la revolucion”.
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El joven dijo que nunca recibid atencion meédica por los golpes y que los
funcionarios de la prision no le permitieron presentar una queja por las golpizas.
También fue acusado de “desorden publico” y puesto en libertad bajo arresto
domiciliario el 2 de agosto para esperar el juicio. En septiembre, las autoridades le
pidieron a él ya su hermana Ana Laura, quien también fue arrestada por
manifestarse, que pagaran una multa para que se cerraran sus casos. Ellos
pagaron.

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All case descriptions are based on direct accounts by the victim, a relative, or their lawyer. Whenever
possible, Human Rights Watch also reviewed case files and documentation on fines levied against
protesters and verified photos and videos that corroborated the testimonies. The cases Human Rights
Watch documented represent only a fraction of the total number of human rights violations committed
by the Cuban government during the July 2021 demonstrations.

Human Rights Watch research indicates that the July demonstrations were overwhelmingly peaceful.
In the 130 cases documented by Human Rights Watch, Cuban authorities accused only a handful of
detainees of engaging in violence, most often by throwing rocks during protests. In most of these
cases, the detainees or their families denied that they engaged in violence, and in all of them the
criminal prosecutions were marred by serious due process violations and the sentences sought or
imposed by Cuban authorities against the detainees appear excessive.

The descriptions of the cases were last updated on September 30, 2021.

“Groups of people from various provinces around the country have been submitting
requests in recent weeks to different local governments asking for authorization to carry
out peaceful marches, organized in a clearly defined way in a legitimate exercise of
their right to freedom of expression. Instead of guaranteeing these rights, President
Miguel Diaz-Canel’s government has declared these civil society marches ‘illegal’ and
‘unconstitutional’, once again violating the right to peaceful protest in Cuba.”

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El Observatorio Cubano de Derechos Humanos (OCDH) ha denunciado que las
autoridades de Cuba utilizan el delito de “sedicion” para juzgar a personas que
salieron a protestar el pasado mes de julio, que reunieron a miles de personas
manifestandose por la falta de medicinas, alimentos y en favor de las libertades.

En un comunicado, el director ejecutivo del OCDH, Alejandro Gonzalez Raga, ha
criticado que “culpar de sedicion a quienes salieron espontdneamente a las calles
a pedir libertad resulta intolerable”.

“El uso de los articulos mas severos del Codigo Penal para castigar el disenso y
amedrentar al resto de los ciudadanos es vergonzoso y forma parte de la
criminalizacion de las protestas por parte de un régimen desbordado y sin
soluciones”, ha agregado.

De acuerdo con datos parciales obtenidos por el observatorio, al menos 40
ciudadanos se enfrentan al supuesto delito de “sedicion” y podrian ser
condenados a penas superiores a los 20 afos de prision. Entre los casos mas graves
se encuentran los de Alejaime Lambert Reyes, de 22 afios, y Carlos Alberto
Hernandez Pérez, de 23, ambos con una peticion fiscal de 26 afios de carcel.

En este contexto, Gonzalez Raga ha advertido de que “el clima represivo se
incrementa estos dias”, de cara a la convocatoria de una marcha civica el proximo
15 de noviembre.

Cuba’s Dissidents Dig In Despite Government
Crackdown

Activists, artists and professionals challenge the Communist regime even as hundreds of protesters
face contempt, sedition and sabotage charges

Four months after a wave of spontaneous demonstrations against Cuba’s 62-year-old
Communist regime, civic groups and dissidents are defying authorities with protests
inside high-security prisons and plans for peaceful rallies across the nation to demand
democracy.

Despite facing a crackdown that includes forced exile, summary trials and prison
sentences of as much as 25 years, government critics ranging from artists to doctors have

openly expressed discontent on social media. They have boycotted international events
sponsored by the government and denounced labor and human-rights violations, posing
challenges to the totalitarian regime.

In late October, imprisoned members of the San Isidro Movement, an art collective from a
crumbling neighborhood in Havana that has confronted the regime, staged hunger strikes
to demand freedom and due process. Many of them have been held in prison without trial
after being detained in May on public disorder and contempt charges.

In a high-security prison in western Pinar del Rio province, inmates began to chant
“Patriay Vida!” or “Fatherland and Life” in September as word spread that political
prisoner and fellow inmate Maykel Castillo was nominated for a Latin Grammy award as
co-writer of “Patria y Vida,” said Eliexer “El Funky” Marquez, who recently left the island
to attend the awards ceremony in the U.S. He is also co-writer of the song.

“Patria y Vida” is a confrontational rap song that has become an anthem for the island’s

disaffected. During July’s mass protests, thousands had chanted “Patriay Vida,” a
challenge to the regime’s decades-old motto of “Patria o Muerte,” or “Fatherland or
Death.”

Since the island’s biggest demonstrations in decades broke out in mid-July, close to 1,200
people have been arrested. About half are in prison awaiting trial, while others were
fined, given house arrest or sentenced to as much as a year in prison on charges such as
public disorder.

Close to 200 detainees face longer sentences of between five and 25 years on criminal
charges that include sabotage and sedition, according to Cubalex, a rights group.

But the arrests have done seemingly little to discourage an increasingly organized and
determined opposition movement, fueled by a wave of anger in the island nation over its

lack of freedom and the government’s handling of the coronavirus pandemic, as well as
the country’s sharpest economic contraction since the early 1990s.

Last month, dissidents requested permission from authorities to hold a peaceful,
nationwide demonstration on Nov. 15 for democratic change. In a nation where even
asking for permission to protest can be met with prison or intimidation, it represented a
direct challenge to the regime. It was denied, and Cuban officials, who say the planned
protests are part of a U.S. attempt to destabilize Cuba, have vowed to prosecute
protesters.

“The world watches #Cuba as the regime works to stifle peaceful protests on #15N,” Brian
A. Nichols, assistant U.S. secretary for Western Hemisphere affairs, wrote on Twitter. “We

ask the Cuban government to instead use this opportunity to listen to the voices of the
Cuban people.”

The dissidents say they will try to demonstrate anyway.

“They have sicced prosecutors on us, and threatened us with expulsion from work and
universities, but I think many young people have more dignity than fear,” said Yunior
Garcia, a playwright and founder of Archipiélago, a rights group with more than 31,000
members on Facebook that requested permission for the demonstration.

In response to groups such as Archipiélago, the government decreed over the summer

that people using social media to “subvert public order” and “promote social misconduct
will face cyberterrorism and other criminal charges.

In a speech on Oct. 24, President Miguel Diaz-Canel called on supporters to close ranks.
“We have sufficient revolutionaries to face...any sort of protest that seeks to destroy the
Revolution,” he told Communist Party delegates.

Other dissidents and opponents of the regime face forced exile. Mr. Marquez said the
regime won’t allow him to return to Cuba. Authorities also want Mr. Castillo and
imprisoned visual artist Luis Manuel Otero to leave the island—permanently. Friends of
Messrs. Castillo and Otero say the regime offered them an exit from prison in exchange for
exile. They declined, friends say.

Tania Bruguera, a renowned visual artist, is also leading efforts to boycott this year’s
Havana Art Biennial to protest Cuba’s growing repression of the country’s artists.

In recent days, Cubans have circulated video recordings of state-run neighborhood-watch
committees in the western city of Cardenas having mock battles where government
supporters, armed with clubs, defend buildings from other civilians who represent
protesters. The mock exercise ends when government supporters vanquish the invaders
after a sword-fight battle.

“They try to intimidate us, but they look ridiculous,” said Archipiélago’s Mr. Garcia.

Over along, hot summer, the arrival of the Delta variant of Covid-19 strained the
Communist country’s public-health system, as patients went without oxygen, drugs,
antibiotics, syringes, Covid-19 test kits and medical equipment, according to healthcare
workers.

In an unusual show of public criticism, doctors—long considered the pride of Cuba’s
revolution—posted videos on social media complaining about dismal work conditions.

The pandemic has also further battered Cuba’s tourist-fueled economy. From January
2020 to August of this year, economic output has fallen 13%, according to senior
government officials, as the island struggles to come up with hard currency to pay for
imports.

The combination of events, said Mr. Diaz-Canel in late October, created “an environment
prone to irritation and discontent.”

The long prison sentences being sought for some of the detainees from July’s protests are
aimed at discouraging Cubans from further protests, said Laritza Diversent, director of
Cubalex, which monitors Cuba’s judiciary from the U.S.

“These are severe and disproportionate sanctions which intimidate citizens from
participating in protests such as the one called for Nov. 15,” she said.

Government officials didn’t respond to requests for comment. But in public comments
referring to the planned protest after permission was denied, Mr. Diaz-Canel said: “A
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demonstration ceases to be peaceful as soon as people aim to disrupt community life,
social peace, subvert the constitutional order and confront socialism.”

At least four other protesters from July will likely stand trial in military court on sedition
and sabotage charges, according to people familiar with their cases. One is Lizandra
Géngora, an impoverished mother of five whose videos complaining about the dismal
quality of the milk in government-run bodegas went viral on social media earlier this year.

Military prosecutors are charging Ms. Gongora with sabotage for having participated in a
protest that led to the looting of a store run by the armed forces that sells products in
foreign currency, prices that are beyond reach of most Cubans. Friends of Ms. Géngora say
she protested peacefully and wasn’t involved in looting.

Several other artists and dissidents have been under house arrest or permanent
surveillance since July. Mr. Garcia, the founder of the online forum Archipiélago that
called for the protests, said he has a permanent detachment of Cuban secret police
stationed outside his home in Havana. He said he woke up one day recently to find two
doves, their necks wrung and their feathers plucked, their blood and guts smeared across
the door of his home. He posted photos of the gory mess online.

“It was a message from state security to intimidate us,” said Mr. Garcia.

Hundreds of people remain detained for peacefully protesting in Cuba, including during the mass
demonstrations on 11 July. The cases of prisoners of conscience Luis Manuel Otero Alcantara, José Daniel
Ferrer Garcia, Esteban Rodriguez, and Maykel Castillo Pérez represent only a tiny fraction of the total
number of people who are detained solely because of their political, religious or other beliefs without
having used or advocated violence. | call on all to be immediately and unconditionally released.

Activists, independent journalists, and human rights defenders are also frequently subjected to physical
surveillance and face arrest by police and state security officials if they leave their houses, which as
Amnesty International has previously documented can amount to arbitrary detention. We urge you to allow
all those who chose to protest on 15 November to do so, as well as to allow independent journalists and
human rights defenders to carry out their work.

Civil society groups in Cuba have called for peaceful protests on 15 November, among other things, to demand the
release of hundreds of people that were detained in the context of protests on 11 July.

Hundreds of people in different cities across the country presented signed petitions requesting local authorities’
permission to convene peaceful, organized protests.

Cuba’s government-run newspaper, the Granma, described the planned marches as “illicit” and designed to
“destabilize” the country.

Authorities have created a web of control over freedom of expression and assembly for decades in Cuba, which
criminalizes peaceful protest and imprisons and ill-treats Cubans from all walks of life solely for expressing their
opinions.

On July 11, hundreds of people who participated in a largely peaceful protest that took place in various cities in Cuba
were detained and imprisoned by government authorities. The authorities responded by detaining and criminalizing
to different degrees nearly all those found to be protesting.

Following the protests, Amnesty International called on six prisoners of conscience to be immediately and
unconditionally released. The organization also documented arbitrary detentions, violations of due process and
incommunicado detention, as well as unlawful surveillance, ill-treatment, and internet interruptions carried out by
the authorities, scaling up a machinery of control used for decades to target alternative thinkers, but amped up to a
scale not seen in almost 20 years.

As of 10 November, hundreds of people remain in prison for peacefully expressing their views on the current human
rights and economic situation in the country, according to Cubalex.

El Gobierno cubano en el afio 2018 propuso el Decreto 349, que establece sanciones y penaliza la libertad de creacion, expresion, eleccion del trabajo y la difusion er
cultura, siendo estos controlados directamente por el Ministerio de Cultura, especificamente por la figura de un inspector cultural y constituyendo una violacion de los

El sentido civico y politico del arte como expresion, ha marcado la historia de la Isla conformandose una disidencia liderada por artistas e intelectuales, quienes a lo Ie
encarcelamientos, exilio y exclusion, a causa de una politica cultural que se inicia con la sentencia pronunciada por Fidel en 1971: “Dentro de la revolucion todo, contt
que instaura la censura y produjo el llamado Quinquenio Gris, la Parametracion y los decretos 226, asi como el mas reciente 349.

Al publicarse el decreto 349, un grupo de artistas e intelectuales cubanos reaccionaron, y usando las vias institucionales, enviaron dos comunicaciones a la Asamblez
sus preocupaciones sobre la afectacién de estas regulaciones al ejercicio de las libertades artisticas. No recibieron respuesta alguna.

Paralelo a la reclamacién legal se iniciaron una serie de acciones como las denominadas “Mesas Cuadradas” para debatir el contenido y abordaje de este decreto; as
podriamos afirmar, marcé un antes y un después en la visibilizacion de los efectos que pesarian sobre el sector artistico. Dos de los artistas fueron detenidos cuando
actividad, los restantes lograron ejecutar lo planificado, llamando la atencién de los medios locales e internacionales, asi como de las autoridades nacionales respecti
se hizo prioridad en la agenda publica.

De esta exitosa experiencia de unidad nace el Movimiento San Isidro, una iniciativa compuesta por artistas, activistas, periodistas, intelectuales y todo aqt
fenémeno de lo independiente, unidos para promover, proteger y defender la plena libertad de expresion, asociacion, creacion y difusion del arte y la cultu
a la sociedad hacia un futuro con valores democraticos.
